• New	roof	installation	for	all	of	Section	C-1.	It	is	hoped	that	residents	will	see	an	insurance	premium	
reduction	after	submitting	wind	mitigation	reports	to	their	carrier.

• New	large	gutter	and	downspout	replacement	of	developer	installed	gutters	for	all	of	Section	C	
including	wood	repair.	

• Installing	new	posts,	street	and	stop	signs	providing	an	updated	and	more	appealing	look

• Begin	Section	B	painting	project.	As	we	did	last	year	with	Section	A	painting,	we	begin	with	wood	
repair,	power	washing	and	painting.	Along	with	painting	comes	replacement	of	developer	installed	
gutters	and	downspouts.	Upon	completion	of	this	project,	all	of	Pinewinds	will	have	larger	gutters	and	
downspouts	installed.	Our	expectation	is	that	we	will	see	reduced	costs	for	future	fascia	wood	repairs.
