Our language is one of the richest and most widely spoken in the world, but, increasingly,
it is coming under attack by groups of ignorant, immature, hypersensitive people, who
seem to be going through every long-established ‘classic’ or popular novel with a
magnifying glass in search of potentially offensive words.

St. Joan with a mobile phone for her ‘voices’, or Othello in a
flak jacket is a bit hard to take and makes nonsense of so much of the action!

Updating Dickens’ impressive narrative and memorable
characters to give them modern social problems and a vocabulary
of expletives really doesn’t add anything to the original. If that’s

the only kind of literature the meddlers think appropriate for DI KENS'
today, let them write their own! Great Desecrations!
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
