	The objective of this project is to support orphans and other vulnerable children with basic needs in order to enable them perform well in schools just like other kids with parents.  Needy Children are supported with uniforms, bags, pens etc. to be able to attend and perform well in school. Also, the funds provided kids with nutritional needs.

This year the following summarizes the service deliverables:
· Feeding Program: Total of 250 participated benefiting from lunches
· School Uniform: 68 students received uniforms almost doubled last year because most of the uniforms had to be replaced
· School Bags: A total of 43 students were given new bags
· School Books: A total 15 students got new bags 
These inputs enabled the vulnerable children to catch up and in fact the best performer in the school (class 2021) came from this vulnerable group. The said student proceeded to high school and is one of the students AHF is continuing to support high school.

	This project supports vulnerable students to complete high school education. A total of 32 students participated in this program and the results are as follow:
· Full tuition: A total of 17 students had their tuition fully paid in high school
· Technical Training: A total of 14 students were sponsored to polytechnic schools 
The constituency Development fund continued to support 31 additional students to various Colleges and Polytechnics. It is important to note that the team decided to shift focus more on technical training for student who have finished high school. Technical training equips them skills currently required for sustainable employment. Total of 61 students are participating in this program.

	WAR AGAINST JIGGERS
The war is far from over but the team is not relenting.
	This Program added additional 4 schools to the program and is now serving 84 out of the 162 schools severely affected by jiggers infestation in Ndhiwa Constituency.  Two teams continued to use motorbikes to implement the Jigger treatment and prevention program. There are four CHWs in the team.  

For the families who had most infestation, AHF continued to cemen floors through its widows’ shelter program to prevent reinfections. Herebelow are the outcomes of this intervention during this review period

· Flooring by AHF - 12 households benefited
· Flooring by CDF – 103 classroom floors benefited
· No. of people treated for jiggers   - 26,931
· Shoes distributed to help prevent jiggers’ reinfestations - 250 
· Total number of schools covered - 84
· No. of houses fumigated - 541
· No of households that got bar soaps to help hygiene -91
· No. of door-to-door health education conducted – 1739
