And you know the
way to the place where [ am going.” Thomas said to him, “Lord, we do not know where you are going. How can we know
the way?” Jesus said to him, “I am the way, and the truth, and the life. No one comes to the Father except through me. If
you know me, you will know my Father also.

I will do
whatever you ask in my name, so that the Father may be glorified in the Son. If in my name you ask me for anything, I
will do it.”
