Chief Executive’s Report
91.1
Museum Grants - Update


The Chief Executive has reported previously that the Organ Restoration grant has been completed and all carpets and seats have been refurbished. He also invited members to the Organ Launch Concert which has been combined with the Mayors Concert this year and will be held on Saturday 2nd May.



The Roof Garden grant work has been very challenging, and we are still waiting for the contractors to complete the works. Most of the scaffolding has been removed, the tiles still need to be laid on the roof garden as well as some remedial work to the covering before the tiles are laid. The Chief Executive has recently written to the company asking for a quick solution. The grant for the works has been received but the final payment to the company has been withheld, so there is currently no financial risk to the Town Council.



The Chief Executive explained that the WG grant for the refurbishment of the upper gallery had been successful for £229,396. He has met with WG and are in discussions with specialist museum contractors to produce a tender document for the management of the grant. Cllr Fychan noted her concern around accepting the grant after the elections had taken place, but the Chief Executive is unable to accept the grant until the Town Council can be sure of being able to manage the work with a contractor. 



The Chief Executive commended the Museums and Business Partnership Manager in relation to obtaining all the grants for the museum.
