Chief Executive’s Report

Approval of Budget/Precept – 2026/27

The Chief Executive introduced the proposed budget and precept for 2026/27 and explained the process for the budget setting.

The effect of the budget is to increase the overall precept by £34,517.66 or an equivalent 3.93%.
However, it was noted that due to small changes in the tax base, which has increased from 10,850 to 10,889, the effect on an average band D property is to increase the annual precept payment from £80.86 to £83.74 per year (which will be the equivalent of £1.61 per week per household). This equates to an increase of £2.88 per year or 3.56%.
