16.1    Meadow Street – Update Report
The Chief Executive presented the report on Meadow Street Community Garden covering the period October 25 to March 26 that had been prepared by the Community & Outdoor Initiatives Officer.

Rent for Smallholdings and Garages 
The Business Support Officer had written a report on the Smallholdings and Garages and the rents that have been charged over the last few years. A discussion was held on whether to increase the rental charge for each area. There was an in-depth discussion on the issues at the smallholdings. 
There was a discussion regarding how much effort should be given over to this matter as the income levels are relatively low. The chief Executive was asked to look at Oaklands and Llandraw allotments to see how rents compare to other local areas in relation to the sizes of the plots. When this information is gained a further report should come back to Committee for a suggested increase of 5%.

Llandraw Community Farm Proposal

The tenants had submitted a proposal which was discussed in detail.
