Chief Executive’s Report
18.1
Christmas Events Report

The Christmas Events Report was discussed in detail, and all of the events were deemed to have been successful. The Chief Executive explained that the person that damaged the Christmas tree and lights before Christmas will be charged with the offence. 

The Business Support Officer and the Assistant Clerk were thanked for their work organising the Christmas events and compiling the report.

To allow the Schools Liaison Officer to try something different in relation to the Christmas card competition, but to ensure that it allows home educated children to enter. 

To continue with the Christmas tree project for wards and schools. 

To discuss the timing of the Christmas lights switch on event at the March meeting of this Committee and to attempt to confirm the funding from RCTCBC for this event. 

To discuss a ticketing system for the Christmas grotto’s in the March meeting. 

To investigate the possibility of an alcohol licence for the wreath and wine night at the museum and discuss this possibility in the March meeting. 
To note that the Chief Executive will be looking into the purchase of replacement lights in view of the current lights starting to fail. A report will be brought to a meeting later in the year. 

Cllr Powell joined the meeting.

AGREED:

Cllr Brencher will investigate the possibility of releasing doves during the event with RCTCBC animal welfare. 

18.3 Brass Band Festival – Funding Request
Following on from the very successful first Brass Band Festival last year, the organisers submitted a funding request for the 2026 festival for a maximum amount of £5,000.

It was noted that less PTC staff support will be needed this year as the paperwork which is now in place will be reused. 

Cllr Lisles was put into the waiting room for the decision on funding the festival. 

        AGREED:

To note the report. To approve the funding request for up to £5,000 and to not charge the festival for the use of the museum facilities during the weekend. 

Cllr Lisles rejoined the meeting.
Cllrs Fychan, Tomkinson and Powell left the meeting. The meeting remained quorate.
18.4 Choirs Festival – Funding Request
Members were provided with a proposal for a new Choirs Festival to be held in May 2026 in Pontypridd. 
It was noted that a lot of support from Town Council staff will be required for this festival to be held. 
After a discussion regarding the request, Councillor Thomas brought forward a motion to defer the decision on the funding to allow the Chief Executive to seek assurances that there will be sufficient support from the organising group to organise the festival, to alleviate the concerns around the amount of PTC support that will be needed to organise the event. This motion was seconded by Councillor Brencher. A further motion was proposed by Councillor Lisles to agree the funding with caveats; this motion was not seconded. A vote was held on the original motion.
AGREED:

To accept the motion proposed by Cllr Thomas and to schedule another meeting in February to re-visit the request after assurances are sought from the organising group.  

18.5 Jazz Festival – Funding Request

Members were provided with a proposal for a Jazz Festival which has previously been held in Rhydyfelin but is proposed to also use venues in the town centre. 

It was noted that some support from Town Council staff will be required for this festival to be held. 

AGREED:

To note the report. To approve the funding request for up to £3,000 and to not   charge the festival for the use of the museum facilities during the weekend. 

18.6 Pride RCT – Funding Request

Members were provided with a proposal for a Pride RCT event in Pontypridd which was discussed by members. 

AGREED:

To note the report. To defer the decision for funding until the March meeting and request more information regarding the budget and the other sources of income. 
18.7 Museum Grants Update

An update report on the two museum grants which was circulated before the meeting was discussed.
