Chief Executive’s Report
30.1
Ponty and Proud Board – Nominations 

The Chief Executive noted that there had been no nominations to the Ponty and Proud Board for the two previous years, but two nominations had been received earlier this year. The decision was deferred to allow the Councillors who had nominated the individuals to be present at a meeting to answer any questions.

Cllr Roberts who had nominated Dr Geoff Lloyd had supplied a short video as explanation for his nomination. 


Cllr Powderhill attended the meeting to give an overview of the reasons behind his nomination for Alyn Wallace. 

There was a long discussion about both nominations.   
AGREED:

Menopause Event Budget

Cllr Lisles who is the organiser for the Menopause events had requested an additional £250 towards some additional events during October 26.


There was a lengthy discussion regarding the appropriateness and the need of the additional events. 
Cllr Lisles was put in the waiting room after answering the questions relating to the additional events. 
A vote was held regarding the additional expenditure of £250 for the extra two menopause sessions. 
AGREED:

(ii) To agree the additional £250 be added to the budget for the Menopause events in October for one year only. 
(iii) Cllr Lisles will be asked to evaluate the events and provide an impact report to the Committee, to include numbers of attendees.
Cllr Lisles rejoined the meeting, was informed of the decision and thanked the Committee Members.

30.3 Christmas Event 2026 
Following a previous Regeneration, Events and Museum Committee it was agreed to discuss the Christmas Lights Switch at a later date to allow the Chief Executive to contact RCTCBC and the Market Company to ascertain their preference. The Chief Executive had contacted these as instructed to and RCTCBC commented to say that they saw no great difference in holding the event on the Friday or the Saturday. The Chair of the Market Company didn’t respond to the emails requesting comments on the day of the event.

There was a full discussion regarding the event being held on either the Friday or the Saturday. There was a clear and strong preference from Members to keep the event on a Friday noting that this would assist businesses in the town centre more thank moving the event to a Saturday and noting that it was more helpful to staff to hold the event on a working day.

(ii) Unanimously agreed to hold the event on the Friday night (20th November) from 4:30pm.
