From Your Pastor

My dear Parishioners,

Glory be to the Father and to the Son and to the Holy
Spirit.

As we concluded the Easter Season last Sunday with the
celebration of Pentecost, we returned to the second part of
Ordinary Time, the so-called tempus post Pentecost. This
Sunday, however, we celebrate the Solemnity of the Most
Holy Trinity: the mystery of one God in three Persons,
equal in essence and divinity, power and majesty, yet
distinct in Person. The Three Divine Persons are the
Father, the Son, and the Holy Spirit.

‘We call the Father the First Person of the Holy Trinity. He
is the origin without origin, who eternally begets the Son
and from whom the Holy Spirit proceeds. He called into
being the universe, visible and invisible. By His divine
Word all things were created through the action of His
Holy Spirit.

The Son is called the Second Person because, though He is
God and exists before all ages, He is eternally begotten of
the Father. He is the Eternal Word, the Logos tou Patros,
the Thought of the Eternal Father. He came down from
heaven and became flesh, and by His death and
resurrection restored in us the divine image lost through
sin. He is our Redeemer and Savior.

He was present at the moment of creation, came on the day of the Resurrection for the

forgiveness of sins, and descended again at Pentecost when He was poured out upon the

Church, giving her courage and fortitude to fulfill her mission as the sacrament of salvation

for the world.

Let us adore the Most Holy Trinity and confess with our hearts what we profess with our

lips.
