Twelve TOUGH Questions to ask before investing in a truck-mounted bale bed system
1. Are you buying a system built and sold by people with a strong personal knowledge of the tough conditions that will be encountered on YOUR operation?

2. Do those people stand behind the bed, hydraulics and all other system components with a strong, no-hassle warranty designed to keep their equipment operating for you?

3. Is the bed designed and built with the extra ruggedness and durability needed for long, dependable service in the often-abusive circumstances of bale feeding & handling?

4. Is the hydraulic system designed for high flow capacity at cold temperatures?

5. Do the controls provide simple, dependable, variable control of all hydraulic functions?

6. Will the bed easily handle the loads it is rated for, year after year?

7. Is the bed supplied with a strong, permanent system for installing on your truck chassis?

8. Are the hydraulic pump and it’s engine drive pulley cast-iron or aluminum? of the proven long-life, cast iron design?

9. Do the bale arms automatically synchronize to center every bale from side to side?

10. Do the bale arms mechanically free-float for efficient, effective bale unrolling?

11. Is the bed equipped with both fifth-wheel and rear drop hitches designed to safely handle severe towing stresses?

12. Are the key structural components (main frame, fifth-wheel hitch and rear cross tube) designed to exceed the demands they’ll encounter?
