In 1983, the Hydra Bed( design revolutionized hay handling as the original flatbed bale handler. In the 21 years since, that simple, rugged, effective design has been proven in thousands of cattle operations all across the US and Canada. 

Compare a 1983 and a 2004 model Hydra Bed(, and you’ll find the same 6” channel long sill main frame and 4” square, ½” wall rear cross tube.  Take both beds out to feed on a bitter winter day, and you’ll enjoy the speed and lifting power of the proven 11 GPM engine-powered hydraulic system. Grab a couple of your heaviest bales – the synchronized bale arms will automatically center them from left to right, no matter how you are lined up when loading. Unrolling lop-sided bales on uneven ground will be no problem for either model, as they share the same automatic, mechanical free-float feature pioneered by Triple C in 1983. Every Hydra Bed( is warranted by a company founded and owned by cattle people who know what customer service is all about.

The 2004 model is rated at 3,000# lift capacity and comes equipped with dual tail-turn lights to accommodate independent brake/turn signal functions.
