FOURTH SUNDAY IN ORDINARY TIME

4ATO DOMINGO DEL TIEMPO ORDINARIO

Last Sunday, we contemplated Jesus as He began His
public ministry, walking the roads of Galilee, calling the
first disciples, and proclaiming that the Kingdom of
Heaven is at hand. Today, that same Jesus pauses, goes up
the mountain, sits down as Teacher, and reveals the very
heart of His message. The Beatitudes are not merely
beautiful words; they are the living explanation of how one
enters and lives in the Kingdom He has come to establish
(Matthew 5:1-12a).Through this teaching, Jesus presents
to us the summit of the Christian life. Blessed are not those
who rely on power, wealth, or self-sufficiency, but the
poor in spirit, the meek, the merciful, the pure of heart, the

El domingo pasado contemplédbamos a Jesus iniciando
su misi6n publica, recorriendo los caminos de Galilea,
llamando a los primeros discipulos y anunciando que
el Reino de los cielos esta cerca. Hoy, ese mismo
Jesus se detiene, sube al monte, se sienta como
Maestro y revela el corazon de su mensaje. Las
Bienaventuranzas no son solo palabras hermosas, sino
la explicacion viva de como se entra y se vive en el
Reino que El ha venido a inaugurar (Mt 5,1-12a).

Con este discurso, Jesus nos presenta la cumbre de la
vida cristiana. Felices no son quienes se apoyan en el
poder, la riqueza o la autosuficiencia, sino los pobres
de espiritu, los mansos, los misericordiosos, los

peacemakers, and those who persevere in the midst of limpios de corazdn, los que trabajan por la paz y los

persecution. In them, a different kind of happiness is
revealed—one born of trust in God and a heart open to His
grace. The Beatitudes gather up and elevate the entire
moral journey that God has gradually revealed throughout
history. From the law written on the human conscience,
through the Commandments and the voices of the
prophets, the Lord has patiently formed His people for a
holy life. Yet in Jesus, this teaching reaches its fulfillment:
it is no longer merely about observing external rules, but
about a deep and lasting interior transformation. The
Catechism of the Catholic Church reminds us that “the
Beatitudes depict the countenance of Jesus Christ and
portray His charity; they express the vocation of the
faithful associated with the glory of His Passion and
Resurrection” (CCC 1717). In other words, living the
Beatitudes is not an option reserved for a select few, but
the ordinary path of every baptized believer who desires to
follow Christ authentically. We know that this call is
demanding. As we listen to the Beatitudes, we may feel
how far we are from living them fully. Yet Jesus does not
leave us on our own. He Himself lived each Beatitude and
now shares His strength with us through grace, especially
through the Sacraments. This is not an unreachable ideal,
but a real and possible path when we place our trust in God
rather than in our own abilities. The Beatitudes do not
promise a life free of hardship, but they do assure us of
true happiness—one that begins even now and is fulfilled
in the Kingdom of Heaven. They invite us to live against
the current, to walk in hope, and to allow ourselves to be
transformed by the love of God. Let us ask the Lord for a
humble and trusting heart. May we have the courage to
follow Him and to live according to the Beatitudes,
becoming true witnesses of His Kingdom in the midst of
our world.

Desde la ley inscrita en la conciencia
humana, pasando por los Mandamientos y la voz de
los profetas, el Sefior ha ido formando a su pueblo
para una vida santa. Pero en Jesus esta ensefianza
alcanza su plenitud: ya no se trata solo de cumplir
normas externas, sino de una transformacion interior
profunda. El Catecismo de la Iglesia Catélica nos
recuerda que “las Bienaventuranzas dibujan el rostro
de Jesucristo y describen su caridad; expresan la
vocacion de los fieles asociados a la gloria de su
Pasion y Resurreccion” (CEC 1717). Es decir, vivirlas
no es una opcion reservada a unos pocos, sino el
camino ordinario de todo bautizado que desea seguir a
Cristo con autenticidad. Sabemos que este llamado es
exigente. Al escuchar las Bienaventuranzas, podemos
sentirnos lejos de vivirlas plenamente. Sin embargo,
Jesus no nos deja solos. El mismo vivié cada una de
ellas y nos comunica su fuerza a través de la gracia,
especialmente por medio de los sacramentos. No se
trata de un ideal inalcanzable, sino de un camino
posible cuando confiamos mas en Dios que en
nuestras propias fuerzas.

Las Bienaventuranzas no prometen una vida sin
dificultades, pero si aseguran una felicidad verdadera,
que comienza ya en esta vida y se consuma en el
Reino de los cielos. Son una invitacién a caminar
contracorriente, a vivir con esperanza y a dejarnos
transformar por el amor de Dios.

Pidamos al Sefior un corazon décil y confiado. Que,
al escuchar su palabra, tengamos el valor de seguirlo
y de vivir segun las Bienaventuranzas, para ser
testigos de su Reino en medio del mundo.
