CUARTO DOMINGO DE CUARESMA (CICLO A).

Las lecturas de este cuarto domingo de Cuaresma nos hablan de un tema central en la
vida cristiana: la luz y la ceguera espiritual.

La primera lectura, nos narra cuando el profeta Samuel fue env1ado por Dios a la casa
de Jesé para elegir al nuevo rey de Israel. Samuel pone su mirada en el hijo mayor de
Jesé, fuerte y de buena apariencia. Pero Dios, que mira el corazon, y no las
apariencias, decide elegir, como rey de Israel, al mas pequefio, al que no era
presentable, al joven pastor, a David, ensefidndonos con ello, que es necesario primero
estar en sintonia con Dios, para no dejarnos enceguecer de las apariencias, y poder ver
con claridad el plan, criterio y voluntad del Sefior.

En la segunda lectura, San Pablo nos recuerda que si antes éramos tinieblas, ahora
somos luz en el Sefior. por lo que, si somos cristianos, estamos llamados a vivir como
hijo de la luz, es decir, vivir en la verdad, en la caridad, en la Just1c1a en la
misericordia. Que iluminados por Cristo, nuestras palabras, acciones y decisiones,
manifiesten a un cristo vivo en nosotros.

El Evangelio nos presenta uno de los signos mas impresionantes realizados por Jesus
de Nazaret: la curacion del ciego de nacimiento, alguien que habia pasado toda su
vida en la oscuridad. Alguien que para mucho, su enfermedad era objeto de un castigo
por algin pecado, de €l o de sus padres.

Jesus, que mira el corazdn, y no las apariencias, rompe completamente esa manera de
pensar. Mas aun dice, que esa situacion servira para que la obra de Dios se manifieste,
haciendo que este milagro trascienda, y no solo sea una curacion fisica, sino un signo
mucho més profundo, que habla de la luz que Cristo trae al mundo, de tal manera que,
quien quiera ver, como el ciego del evangelio de hoy, llegue a ver claramente quién
Jesus, y quienes se nieguen a esta gracias quede al descubierto su ceguera espiritual,
como lo sucedido en los fariseos. Sus ojos fisicos, aunque estaban sanos, no veian la
verdad, y no supieron reconocen a Dios, y tampoco percibieron su presencia.

Desde estas ensefianzas que hoy nos comparte el Sefior, es bueno saber que estoy
invitado en esta Cuaresma, a preguntarme con sinceridad:

¢Hay zonas de mi vida donde todavia camino en la oscuridad?

¢Hay actitudes, pecados o egoismos que no me dejan ver con claridad?

(Estoy dispuesto a dejar que Cristo ilumine mi corazén?

Pidamos hoy al Sefior que, con su luz, nos cure de nuestras cegueras espirituales.

FOURTH SUNDAY OF LENT (CYCLE A&)

The readings for this Fourth Sunday of Lent speak to us about a central theme in
Christian life: light and spiritual blindness.

The first reading recounts when the prophet Samuel was sent by God to the house of
Jesse to choose the new king of Israel. Samuel set eyes on Jesse’s eldest son, who was
strong and of good appearance. But God, who looks at the heart and not at
appearances, chose as king of Israel the youngest one, the one who seemed least
important—the young shepherd, David. Through this, God teaches us that we must
first be in harmony with Him so that we are not blinded by appearances and can
clearly see the Lord’s plan, criteria, and will.

In the second reading, Saint Paul reminds us that once we were darkness, now we are
light in the Lord. Therefore, if we are Christians, we are called to live as children of
the light; that is, to live in truth, charity, justice, and mercy. Enlightened by Christ, our
words, actions, and decisions should reveal a living Christ within us.

The Gospel presents one of the most remarkable signs performed by Jesus of
Nazareth: the healing of the man born blind—someone who had spent his entire life
in darkness. Many believed that his condition was the result of a pumshment for some
sin, either his own or that of his parents.

Jesus, who looks at the heart and not at appearances, completely breaks with that way
of thinking. He even says that this situation will serve so that the work of God may be
manifested. In this way, the miracle goes beyond a physical healing and becomes a
much deeper sign that speaks about the light Christ brings into the world. Whoever
truly wishes to see—like the blind man in today’s Gospel—will come to see clearly
who Jesus is. But those who refuse this grace reveal their own spiritual blindness, as
happened with the Pharisees. Their physical eyes were healthy, yet they could not see
the truth. They did not recognize God, nor did they perceive His presence.

From these teachings that the Lord shares with us today, it is good to remember that
during this Lent we are invited to ask ourselves sincerely:

Are there areas of my life where I am still walking in darkness?

Are there attitudes, sins, or selfishness that prevent me from seeing clearly?

Am I willing to allow Christ to illuminate my heart?

Today let us ask the Lord that, with His light, He may heal us from our spiritual
blindness.
