THIRD SUNDAY OF EASTER
On this Third Sunday of Easter, the Word of God
presents to us one of the most beautiful scenes of
the Gospel: the journey of the disciples to
Emmaus. It is a deeply human story and, at the
same time, full of hope for our Christian life.
The Gospel of Saint Luke (24:13-35) shows how
the disciples are walking to Emmaus very sad
and discouraged, with hearts burdened by
frustration. They had placed their hope in Jesus,
but His death on the cross made them think that
everything had come to an end. And so, as they
move away from Jerusalem, they also move
away from the community, from faith, and from
hope.
It is a scene that we ourselves may be
experiencing, due to difficulties, suffering,
disappointments, or doubts that make us feel that
God is absent. Like the disciples, we may be
walking along, but with hearts that are
extinguished, without any hope. However, as in
the Gospel, we must believe and be certain that
Jesus is always near and walks with us. Even if
we do not perceive Him, He is in our midst,
helping us through His Word, just as He did with
the disciples, to understand that suffering is not
the end, but part of the path toward glory.
But the culminating moment comes in the
breaking of the bread. There, their eyes are
opened and they recognize Jesus. And it is then
that the disciples do something surprising: they
rise immediately and return to Jerusalem. Their
sadness and discouragement vanish. The
encounter with Christ has now transformed them
into true witnesses of the Risen One, as shown in
today’s reading from the Acts of the Apostles
(2:14, 22-23). This Gospel passage is a clear
reference to the Holy Mass, where Jesus
enlightens us with His Word and gives Himself
to us as food in the Eucharist, so that we may
move from discouragement to hope, from
confusion to faith, from fleeing to commitment,
from a cold heart to a burning heart.
Let us ask Christ for the grace to listen to Him
and to always recognize Him on the path of our
lives, to recognize Him in the breaking of the
Bread, and to proclaim Him always with joy.

3ER DOMINGO DE PASCUA

En este tercer domingo de Pascua, la Palabra de
Dios nos presenta una de las escenas mas
hermosas del Evangelio: el camino de los
discipulos de Emaus. Es un relato profundamente
humano y, al mismo tiempo, lleno de esperanza
para nuestra vida cristiana.

El Evangelio de san Lucas (24, 13-35),
manifiesta, cdmo los discipulos van muy tristes
de camino a Emaus, desanimados, con el corazén
cargado de frustracion. Habian puesto su
esperanza en Jesus, pero su muerte en la cruz les
ha hecho pensar que todo termind. Y asi, como
se alejan de Jerusalén, se alejan también de la
comunidad, de la fe, de la esperanza. Es una
escena que podemos estar viviendo, causa de las
dificultades, el sufrimiento, las decepciones o las
dudas que nos hacen llegar a sentir que Dios esta
ausente, y como los discipulos, podemos estar
caminando, pero con el corazén apagado, sin
ninguna esperanza. Sin embargo, como en el
Evangelio, debemos creer y tener la certeza, de
que Jesus esta siempre cerca y que camina con
nosotros. Que, aunque no lo percibamos, El esta
en medio de nosotros, ayudandonos, a través de
su Palabra, como a los discipulos, a comprender
que el sufrimiento no es el final, sino que es
parte del camino hacia la gloria.

Pero €l momento culminante llega al partir el
pan. Alli se les abren los ojos y reconocen a
Jesus. Y es entonces, cuando los discipulos
hacen algo sorprendente: se levantan
inmediatamente y regresan a Jerusalén. Su
tristeza y desanimo se han desvanecido. El
encuentro con Cristo, ahora los ha transformado
en verdaderos testigos del Resucitado, como nos
lo muestra hoy el texto de los Hechos de los
Apbstoles (2, 14. 22-23). Este texto del
Evangelio, es una clara referencia a la santa
Misa, donde Jesis nos ilumina con su Palabra y
se nos da como alimento en la Eucaristia, para
que pasemos, del desanimo a la esperanza, de la
confusion a la fe, de la huida al compromiso, del
corazoén frio al corazon ardiente.

Pidamos a Cristo, la gracia de escucharlo y
descubrirlo siempre en el camino de nuestra
vida, de reconocerlo en la fraccion del Pan, y de
anunciarle siempre con alegria.

Increasing awareness of and
ensuring and enforcing compliance with
the Charter for the Protection of Children and
Young People. Creating awareness of and com-
pliance with the Code of Conduct at all levels of
the diocese
Maintenance at the local level of necessary docu-
mentation verifying that all church personnel
serving in a parish, school, or other diocesan
agency have participated in safe environment
training, have been background screened for suita-
bility and are currently approved to have regular
access to children and/or vulnerable adults. Edu-
