FIFTH SUNDAY OF EASTER

Building up the house of God; Acts 6 shows how
differences and disputes were resolved in the church’s
early days. The Hellenist (converts whose language
was Greek), complained that their widows were not
getting a fair share of the church’s social services.
The apostles’ solution to the problem shows how
changes of practice are not only possible but
necessary for the health of the church.

The solution shows two important dimensions of
church life: prayer and service; and that living our
Christian vocation requires a balance between the
two. Each of us is personally called to prayer, to a
dialogue of worship with God; and we are also called
to service. No matter what we do in life, our work
affects others in some way. We should be of service
to our neighbors; and provided we have an attitude of
respect, no task we do is a menial task. Prayer and
preaching the word was of primary importance to the
apostles; but service to the widows and the needy in
the community was also vital, so they appointed
seven trusted men to attend to it, and initiated them by
a traditional ceremony.

As a result, the disciples in Jerusalem increased in
numbers. We may wonder how this kind of growth in
the church could be recovered in our day. Is the word
of the Lord still spreading or the number of disciples
increasing? In St Peter’s letter, the church is imagined
as a spiritual temple, with ourselves as living stones
making up a living house of God. Every time we say
the Lord’s Prayer we say ‘thy kingdom come.’ This
implies taking some responsibility for spreading the
word and doing something to build up the church?
We can work for God’s kingdom by our daily conduct
and attitudes.

The cornerstone of the church is Christ himself, and
he offers us encouragement even today. If he is going
away, it is to prepare a place for us in his Father’s
house, which has many rooms. So there is a place for
us all in the kingdom. Each person has gifts of nature
and grace, each should have a say in church life,
especially in the way they live their faith, as
demonstrated by the apostles in the first reading.

Many people today regard faith as irrelevant because
their notion of God is faulty or distorted. For an
authentic picture of what God is like, we should look
to Jesus who said “I am in the Father and the Father
is in me. ” He shows what the invisible Father is like:
concerned for all, interested in all, respecting
everyone, calling sinners back home. This welcoming
God is the one that our church worships, and we
renew our trust in Him. Amen!

5TO DOMINGO DE PASCUA

Edificando la casa de Dios: Hechos 6 muestra c6mo se
resolvian las diferencias y disputas en los primeros dias
de la Iglesia. Los helenistas (conversos cuya lengua era el
griego) se quejaron de que sus viudas no recibian una
parte justa de los servicios sociales de la Iglesia. La
solucién de los apdstoles ante este problema demuestra
que los cambios en las précticas no solo son posibles, sino
también necesarios para la salud de la Iglesia. Esta
solucion revela dos dimensiones importantes de la vida
eclesial: la oracion y el servicio; y nos ensefia que vivir
nuestra vocacion cristiana exige un equilibrio entre
ambas. Cada uno de nosotros esta llamado personalmente
a la oracion, a un didlogo de adoracién con Dios; y
también estamos llamados al servicio.
Independientemente de lo que hagamos en la vida,
nuestro trabajo afecta a los demas de alguna manera.
Debemos estar al servicio de nuestros préjimos; y,
siempre que mantengamos una actitud de respeto,
ninguna tarea que realicemos sera una tarea indigna. Para
los apdstoles, la oracién y la predicacion de la Palabra
revestian una importancia primordial; sin embargo, el
servicio a las viudas y a los necesitados de la comunidad
era igualmente vital, por lo que designaron a siete
hombres de confianza para que se ocuparan de ello,
instituyéndolos mediante una ceremonia tradicional.
Como resultado, el nimero de discipulos en Jerusalén
aumento. Cabe preguntarse como podria recuperarse hoy
en dia este tipo de crecimiento en la Iglesia. ;Sigue
difundiéndose la Palabra del Sefior? ;Sigue aumentando
el numero de discipulos? En la carta de San Pedro, la
Iglesia se concibe como un templo espiritual, en el que
nosotros somos las piedras vivas que conforman la casa
viva de Dios. Cada vez que rezamos el Padrenuestro,
decimos: «Venga a nosotros tu Reino». ;Implica esto
asumir cierta responsabilidad en la difusién de la Palabra
y hacer algo para edificar la Iglesia? Podemos trabajar por
el Reino de Dios a través de nuestra conducta y nuestras
actitudes cotidianas. La piedra angular de la Iglesia es
Cristo mismo, y El nos ofrece aliento incluso hoy. Si El
se marcha, es para prepararnos un lugar en la casa de su
Padre, la cual tiene muchas moradas. Por tanto, hay un
lugar para todos nosotros en el Reino. Cada persona posee
dones, tanto naturales como de gracia; y cada una deberia
tener voz y voto en la vida de la Iglesia —especialmente
en la manera de vivir su fe—, tal como demostraron los
apostoles en la primera lectura.

Muchas personas consideran hoy en dia que la fe es
irrelevante, debido a que su nocién de Dios es errénea o
distorsionada. Para tener una imagen auténtica de como es
Dios, debemos mirar a Jesus, quien dijo: «Yo estoy en el
Padre y el Padre esta en mi». El nos muestra como es el
Padre invisible: atento a todos, interesado en todos,
respetuoso con todos y llamando a los pecadores de
regreso a casa. Este Dios acogedor es a quien nuestra
iglesia adora, y en El renovamos nuestra confianza.

ronment training, have been background
screened for suitability and are currently ap-
proved to have regular access to children and/
or vulnerable adults.
