11TH SUNDAY IN ORDINARY TIME

Dear brothers and sisters,

In recent weeks, the Church has led us through a series of
beautiful and profound celebrations: the Ascension of the
Lord, Pentecost, the Solemnity of the Most Holy Trinity,
Corpus Christi, the Solemnity of the Sacred Heart of Jesus,
and the Memorial of the Inmaculate Heart of Mary.
Although Ordinary Time began immediately after
Pentecost, today’s readings invite us to reflect on one of
the most beautiful characteristics of our God: He is a God
who always takes the initiative to come and meet us. Our
God is not distant or indifferent. He is a God who seeks us
out, who desires to communicate with us, reveal Himself
to us, and make His love known. He is a God who is
always reaching out to His people. We can see this clearly
in today’s readings. In the first reading, the Lord comes to
meet Moses and establishes a covenant with His people.
Through Moses, He reminds them that they are precious in
His sight and calls them to be “a kingdom of priests and a
holy nation.”

In the second reading, Saint Paul reminds us that God took
the first step in loving us. Christ died for us while we were
still sinners. Long before we sought Him, He was already
seeking us. Long before we loved Him, He loved us first.
In the Gospel, Jesus looks upon the crowds with
compassion because they were “harassed and helpless, like
sheep without a shepherd.” His heart is moved by their
suffering and spiritual hunger. Then, after giving His
disciples authority and power, He sends them out to
continue His mission, so that all people may have the
opportunity to experience the love and mercy of God.
Today, the Lord also comes to meet each one of us. He
wants us to hear His voice and recognize His presence in
our lives. Like the people of Israel, He desires to make us
His own. He wants to bless us so that He may send us forth
as witnesses of His love. This is an important moment to
become aware of the gift we have received in Christ. He
loved us deeply. He gave His life for our sins. His love for
each one of us is personal, unique, and unconditional. Yet
many times we are not fully conscious of this reality, and
we live as though we were alone or forgotten. Perhaps
today we need to repeat to ourselves: God loves me. God
loves me. And the proof of that love is the Cross. Once we
have experienced God’s love and forgiveness, the Lord
also sends us out, just as He sent the Apostles. The harvest
is abundant, but the laborers are few. Each one of us has a
place in that mission. We should not wait until we consider
ourselves perfect or completely holy before serving the
Lord. Holiness is a grace that grows little by little
throughout our lives. What is essential is that we recognize
ourselves as loved and sent. There is so much need in our
world, in our families, and in our communities. We have
received freely the gift of God’s love, and we are called to
give it freely. A kind word, a gesture of compassion, a
visit, a prayer, or a small act of charity can change
someone’s life. May we allow the Lord to work through us
today. Having experienced His love, may we become
instruments of His mercy, bringing hope, comfort, and the
Jjoy of the Gospel to everyone we meet.

11 DOMINGO DEL TIEMPC CRDINARIO

Queridos hermanos:

En las ultimas semanas hemos celebrado en la Iglesia una
serie de solemnidades y fiestas de gran riqueza espiritual: la
Ascension del Sefior, Pentecostés, la Santisima Trinidad, el
Corpus Christi, el Sagrado Corazén de Jesus y el Inmaculado
Corazo6n de Maria. Aunque el Tiempo Ordinario comenzé
inmediatamente después de Pentecostés, las lecturas de este
domingo nos invitan a reflexionar sobre una actitud constante
de Dios hacia la humanidad: El siempre sale a nuestro
encuentro. Nuestro Dios no es un Dios distante ni indiferente.
Es un Dios que busca comunicarse con nosotros, que desea
revelarse, darse a conocer y manifestarnos su amor. Es un
Dios que siempre toma la iniciativa y sale al encuentro de sus
hijos. Podemos descubrir esta realidad en las tres lecturas de
hoy. En la primera lectura, el Sefior sale al encuentro de
Moisés y, por medio de él, establece una alianza con su
pueblo. Les recuerda cuénto los ama y les propone una misién
hermosa: ser para El un reino de sacerdotes y una nacién
consagrada. En la segunda lectura, san Pablo nos recuerda
que Dios tom6 la iniciativa de amarnos. Cristo muri6 por
nosotros cuando todavia éramos pecadores. Antes de que
nosotros lo buscdramos, El ya nos estaba buscando. Antes de
que lo amaramos, El ya nos habia amado primero. Y en el
Evangelio vemos a Jesiis contemplando a las multitudes con
profunda compasién, porque estaban cansadas, abatidas y
desorientadas, como ovejas sin pastor. Su corazén se
conmueve ante el sufrimiento y la necesidad de las personas.
Por eso llama a sus discipulos, les da autoridad y los envia a
anunciar el Reino de Dios, para que todos tengan la
oportunidad de experimentar el amor y la misericordia del
Sefior. Hoy también Dios sale a nuestro encuentro. El quiere
que escuchemos su voz y reconozcamos su presencia en
nuestra vida. Como escuchamos en el libro del Exodo, desea
que seamos su pueblo, una nacién consagrada. Quiere
bendecirnos, pero también quiere enviarnos. Por eso es
importante tomar conciencia del gran don que hemos recibido
en Cristo. El nos amé profundamente. Entregé su vida por
nuestros pecados. Su amor por cada uno de nosotros es
personal, tnico e incondicional. Sin embargo, muchas veces
vivimos sin ser plenamente conscientes de esta verdad y
actuamos como si estuviéramos solos o abandonados. Quiza
hoy necesitamos repetirnos con fe: “Dios me ama. Dios me
ama.” Y la prueba més grande de ese amor est4 en la cruz.

La santidad es un
camino que se recorre dia a dia con la ayuda de la gracia. Lo
importante es sentirnos amados y enviados. Hay mucha
necesidad en nuestro mundo, en nuestras familias y en nuestra
sociedad. Hemos recibido gratuitamente el amor de Dios y
estamos llamados a compartirlo gratuitamente. Una palabra
de aliento, un gesto de cercania, una visita, una oracion o una
pequefia accién de caridad pueden transformar la vida de una
persona. Pidamos al Sefior que hoy actie a través de nosotros.
Que, después de experimentar su amor, nos convirtamos en
instrumentos de su misericordia, llevando esperanza,
consuelo y la alegria del Evangelio a todos los que
encontremos en nuestro camino.
