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29TH SUNDAY IN ORDINARY TIME
Pray from the heart! _God can read the human heart,
and knows us better than any words we might use;
even better than we know ourselves. There is a way to
pray with the heart, which reaches out to God, who is
sure to answer. To speak from the heart; is also, to
speak to the heart._Late in Autumn, a family was
sitting at the table eating their dinner. For whatever
reason, Christmas came into the conversation.
Smiling, the mother asked her son what he wanted for
Christmas, and, after a long pause, young Johnny said
“A bicycle.” The months went by, and the word
“bicycle” was never mentioned again, not even when
the mother bought roller blades for Johnny at
Christmas. She had decided that, if he really wanted a
bicycle, she would have heard about nothing else for
all the weeks leading up to Christmas, _In our Gospel
today, there was something that the widow wanted;
justice. Despite all his toughness, the judge simply
had to give in to her eventually, because she showed
no sign of giving up. _After speaking about the evil
judge Jesus speaks of His Father, and our Father. If
even the judge gave in to persistence, how much more
will our heavenly Father respond to our persistent
prayers? God can read the heart, and knows whether
we really want and need what we ask. If sometimes
prayer goes unanswered, perhaps it is that God gives
us what we ask for, unless he has something better to
give us, or if it is not good for our soul. _The prayer
in today’s gospel is a petition. This is a normal form
of prayer, of course, but not the most important.
Praise and thanksgiving are the highest form of
prayer! If our prayers are always prayers of petition,
we run the risk of being selfish and self- centered;
except, of course, when the prayers of petition are for
others. Like one of the ten lepers, we heard about in
last weeks Gospel, we can ask, and, when our prayer
is answered, we can return to give thanks to God!
Praise and thanksgiving is beautiful, Amen!

Si
hasta el juez cedié a la persistencia, /cudnto mas
respondera nuestro Padre celestial a nuestras oraciones
persistentes? Dios puede leer el corazon y sabe si
realmente queremos y necesitamos lo que pedimos. Si
a veces la oracion no recibe respuesta, quizas Dios nos
conceda lo que pedimos, a menos que tenga algo mejor
que darnos o que no sea bueno para nuestra alma. La
oracion del evangelio de hoy es una peticion. Es una
forma normal de oracidn, por supuesto, pero no la mas
importante. jLa alabanza y la accion de gracias son la
forma més elevada de oracion! Si nuestras oraciones
son siempre de peticion, corremos el riesgo de ser
egoistas y egocéntricos; excepto, por supuesto, cuando
las oraciones de peticion son por otros. Como uno de
los diez leprosos, de los que escuchamos en el
Evangelio de la semana pasada, podemos pedir y,
cuando nuestra oracion sea respondida, jpodemos
volver a dar gracias a Dios! La alabanza y la accion de
gracias son hermosas. jAmén!
