14TH SUNDAY OF ORDINARY TIME
My dear friends in Christ,
This Sunday, I invite you to open your hearts to
the beautiful mission Jesus entrusts to each of
us. In today’s Gospel, Jesus sends out His
disciples—not because they were the most
learned or powerful, but because they were
willing to say yes. He chooses ordinary people,
just like us, to be His hands and feet in the
world. Jesus encourages us to go out and share
His peace, to support those who are suffering,
and to remind everyone we meet that they are
deeply loved by God. He tells us not to worry
about what we lack or what we should bring—
our trust in God is enough. Sometimes, our
efforts will be welcomed; other times, they may
be rejected. But what matters most is our
faithfulness and willingness to try, knowing God
walks with 1e every step of the way.
When the disciples returned, astonished by the
wonders God performed through them, Jesus
gently reminded them: “Do not rejoice because
the spirits submit to you; rejoice because your
names are written in heaven.” Qur true
happiness doesn’t come from recognition or
success, but from belonging to God and being
part of His family. St. Paul, in today’s second
reading, provides a strong reminder: “I will
boast only in the cross of our Lord Jesus Christ.”
Paul emphasizes that our worth is not based on
our achievements or perfection but on what
Jesus has done for us. We are loved, forgiven,
and made new because of Christ’s sacrifice, not
because of our own strength. He also reminds us
that following Jesus isn’t about strict rule-
following but about allowing God to change our
hearts. Sometimes, this means forgiving
someone who has hurt us, standing up for what
is right, or offering a simple act of kindness—
even when it’s difficult. These small acts, done
with love, are valuable in God’s eyes.
Let us go forth this week, trusting in God’s
presence, and let our lives be a living testimony
of His love. May the peace of Christ fill your
hearts and guide your steps.
