THE EXALTATION OF THE HOLY CROSS

EXALTACION DE LA SANTA CRUZ

Why do we, as Catholics, hold the Cross so dear? In the
time of Jesus, it was an instrument of pain, shame, and
death. A sign meant to break the human spirit. Yet God, in
His infinite wisdom and mercy, converted the very symbol
of defeat into the greatest sign of hope the world has ever
known. Through the sacrifice of His Son, the Cross became
the bridge between heaven and earth, the place where sin
was conquered and eternal life was won. This is why we lift
the Cross high in our parishes, wear it close to our hearts,
and kneel before it in prayer. We do not worship the wood
itself, but the One who hung upon it. On the Cross, Jesus
bore the weight of our sins, taking upon Himself our
wounds, fears, and weaknesses. What was once an
instrument of condemnation has become the image of
God’s mercy, where grace flows freely to all who believe.
In today’s Gospel, Jesus reminds us: “Just as Moses lifted
up the serpent in the desert, so must the Son of Man be lifted
up, so that everyone who believes in Him may have eternal
life.” (John 3:14-15) The people of Israel were healed when
they gazed upon the bronze serpent, and so too are we
healed when we lift our eyes to Christ crucified. It is at the
foot of the Cross that we find forgiveness, peace, and His
promise. Every time we make the Sign of the Cross, we are
marked again by this mystery of love. We are reminded that
God did not remain distant from our suffering but entered
into it ... transforming it forever. In the Cross, we see the
depth of divine love, a love so great that it turns death into
life, sorrow into hope, and weakness into victory. This
week, spend time in prayer before the Cross. Bring your
struggles, your joys, and your deepest hopes to Jesus. Let
the Cross remind you that nothing ... not pain, not failure,
not even death . .. can separate you from the love of God.
And as we gaze upon it together as a community of faith,
may our hearts be renewed with gratitude, trust, and courage
to follow Christ wherever He leads. “We adore You, O
Christ, and we bless You, because by Your Holy Cross,

You have redeemed the world.” (Via Crucis) God Bless!

En la Cruz, Jesus carg6 con el peso de nuestros pecados,
tomando sobre Si nuestras heridas, miedos y debilidades. Lo que
antes era un instrumento de condena se ha convertido en la
imagen de la misericordia de Dios, donde Ia gracia fluye
libremente para todos los que creen.
Fn el Evangelio de hoy, Jesus nos recuerda: “Asi como Moisés
levant6 la serpiente en el desierto, asi tiene que ser levantado el
Hijo del hombre, para que todo el que crea en él tenga vida
eterna’” (Juan 3:14-15). El pueblo de Israel fue sanado al mirar
la serpiente de bronce, y asf también NOSOITOS SOMOS sanados
cuando levantamos los ojos hacia Cristo crucificado. Esalos pies
de la Cruz donde encontramos perddn, paz y Su promesa.

My dear brothers and sisters in Christ,

The Diocese of Charleston is excited to announce the
establishment of a new pastoral relationship with the
Congregation of the Immaculate Conception. The
congregation is an institute of Diocesan Rite based in
the Archdiocese of Villavicencio in Colombia, South
America.

The order is composed of 39 priests and 31
seminarians. Members are assigned in multiple
locations across Colombia as well as in Italy, Ecuador,
Panama and Dominican Republic. In the United
States, they serve in the Archdiocese of Miami as well
as in the dioceses of Gary, Indiana, and Joliet, Illinois.
The order’s focus is to accept, live and proclaim Jesus
Christ, in imitation of the Blessed Virgin Mary, in the
Church and in the world based on the gifts God has
blessed each member living in community.

The congregation will begin by sending three priests
to serve as missionaries. They will initially be
assigned to the Orangeburg Cluster parishes — Holy
Trinity Church in Orangeburg, St. Theresa Mission in
Springfield, St. Andrew Church in Barnwell and St.
Mary Mission in Allendale — with the hope that their
ministry can expand according to the needs of people
throughout the Diocese of Charleston and their
charism.

To help accommodate this new order, I am grateful for
the support of the Missionaries of the Sacred Hearts of
Jesus and Mary, who have been overseeing the
Orangeburg Cluster. We are especially appreciative of
Father John DeBritto, MSSCC, current administrator
of this cluster, who will now be assigned as
administrator of St. Mary of the Angels Church in
Anderson.

Please join me in welcoming the Congregation of the
Immaculate Conception to the diocese, and please
pray as well for Father DeBritto in his new
assignment.

Queridos hermanos y hermanas en Cristo,
La Didcesis de Charleston se complace en anunciar el
establecimiento de una nueva relacion pastoral con la
Congregacién de la Inmaculada Concepcion. Esta
congregacion es un instituto de rito diocesano con
sede en la Arquididcesis de Villavicencio, Colombia,
Sudamérica. La orden esta compuesta por 39
sacerdotes y 31 seminaristas. Sus miembros estan
asignados en diversas localidades de Colombia, asi
como en Italia, Ecuador, Panam4 y Republica
Dominicana. En Estados Unidos, sirven en la
Arquidiécesis de Miami, asi como en las diécesis de
Gary, Indiana, y Joliet, Illinois.

Iglesia de la Santisima Trinidad en Orangeburg,
Mision de Santa Teresa en Springfield, Iglesia de San
Andrés en Barnwell y Mision de Santa Maria en
Allendale, con la esperanza de que su ministerio
pueda expandirse de acuerdo con las necesidades de
las personas en toda la Didcesis de Charleston y su
carisma. Para facilitar la adaptacion a este nuevo
orden, agradezco el apoyo de los Misioneros de los
Sagrados Corazones de Jests y Maria, quienes han
estado supervisando la agrupacion de Orangeburg.
Agradecemos especialmente al Padre John DeBritto,
MSSCC, actual administrador de esta agrupacién,
quien ahora serd administrador de la Iglesia de Santa
Maria de los Angeles en Anderson.
