Exodus 20:5-6



Exodus 20

5.  You shall not worship them nor serve them; for
I, the Lord your God, am a jealous (impassioned)

God [demanding what is rightfully and uniquely
mine], visiting (avenging) the iniquity (sin, guilt) of
the fathers on the children [that is, calling the

children to account for the sins of their
fathers], to the third and fourth generations of

those who hate Me, 
 

6  but showing graciousness and steadfast
lovingkindness to thousands [of generations] of
those who love Me and keep My commandments.



Biblical Definition of
CURSE:

a pronouncement of divine
judgment or misfortune upon

individuals, groups, or even the
land, typically as a consequence
of disobedience, sin, or rebellion

against His commandments.



1.  Consequence of Disobedience: Curses are often
presented as the natural or divinely ordained

outcome of rejecting God's will and embracing sin.
This is evident from the very beginning, with the curse

on the serpent and the ground after Adam and Eve's
disobedience in Eden (Genesis 3).

2 Pronouncement of Judgment: It's a formal
declaration of God's disapproval and the ensuing

negative effects. In the Old Testament, particularly
in Deuteronomy 28, God explicitly lays out a

comprehensive list of blessings for obedience and
curses for disobedience to the Mosaic Law,

encompassing disease, defeat, and exile.



3.    Reflection of God's Holiness
and Justice: Curses highlight the

gravity of sin and God's righteous
character. They underscore that

God, being holy, cannot condone
sin and that there are indeed

consequences for turning away
from Him.

shall know it no more.



17  But the mercy and loving-kindness
of the Lord are from everlasting to

Faith frees forever

(Sin passes down 4 generations)

4 generations x 25 years = 100
years

4 generations x 30 years = 120
years
