MANDALAY BAY
Mandalay bay is a luxury tropical-themed
resort with North America's largest aquarium,
Shark Reef, housing 100+ species and over
2,000 animals, including 15 shark species. It is
open daily from 10 a.m. to 8 p.m. (last entry 7
p.m.). Try the Undersea Explorer VR
Experience for an additional fee. Mandalay Bay
also offers a splendid aquatic playground   
with lush vegetation, sandy beach, and
multiple swimming pools.

FREMONT STREET

Noteworthy Worth the detour Must see

Fremont Street, just north of South Las Vegas Boulevard, is the heart of Old
Downtown Vegas. Its pedestrian section, between Main Street and 4th, hosts
souvenir shops and iconic casino hotels like the Golden Gate (1906), Binion's
Horseshoe (1931), Golden Nugget (1946), and Fitzgerald (1980). At night,
experience the Fremont Street Experience - Viva Vision, a captivating sound
and light show on a massive canopy screen (457m x 27m) suspended 27
meters above the crowd. The show lasts around 6 minutes and runs daily, every
hour, starting from 6 p.m. to 8 p.m., concluding around midnight. Special
events and free concerts also take place there.

This Hollywood-style hotel fuses iconic
Parisian landmarks, including the Eiffel Tower,
Musée d’Orsay, Place de la Concorde fountain,
Louvre, and Paris Opera House. Its stunning
Las Vegas casino boasts lampposts, Alexandre-
III bridge, covered market, cobbled alleys, and
Fontaine des Innocents.

Capture the quintessential
Vegas experience by
posing next to the famous
"Welcome to Fabulous Las
Vegas" sign! It sits on the
Strip, close to Mandalay
Bay Resort & Casino's
south entrance. Take the
Deuce Bus or SDX to
Mandalay Bay, then walk
south for 15 minutes to
reach the sign. If you
prefer driving, there's a
small 12-space parking lot,
accessible only when
heading south on Las
Vegas Boulevard. RVs not
allowed, but some park on
the roadside when
feasible.

About 80 kilometers
northeast of Las Vegas,
this state park is a must-
visit if you crave an
escape from the city. It's
a well-kept secret loved
by those exploring the
west coast on a USA
road trip. The park
boasts 3000-year-old
prehistoric petroglyphs,
stunning red and orange
sandstone landscapes,
and fascinating
geological wonders.
International tourists
often miss it, preferring
to stay in the city. The
Visitor Center operates
from 9 a.m. to 4 p.m.,
and the park closes at
sunset daily.
