1. Exhibitors may enter NO MORE than a TOTAL of eight (8) pieces in the Art & Photography
show and no more than two (2) items in any Class.
You CAN NOT put a photo or art piece in the Miscellaneous Class because you have
already entered 2 items in a Class.

2. Exhibitors bringing in items for several people should arrive by 5:00 pm Sunday to allow for
sufficient time to be processed before doors close at 6pm.

3. Each item must be framed (matte board and stretch canvas is not considered framing).

4. All frames must have a wire or appropriate hanger attached to the existing frame hanger. No
frames will be accepted with duct tape, masking tape or hot glue. These items are not
acceptable for holding your frame in place for several days. Entries not in compliance will not be
accepted.

5. All photographs must be a minimum of 4x6 (actual photo size)

6. We will not accept nude artwork or photography. We reserve the right to refuse any art or
photography work that we feel is inappropriate for our family fair.

7. All items should be clearly labeled with name & address (address label on the back works
great).

8. Be prepared to fill out your own exhibitor cards (front & back) EXHIBITOR CARDS WILL BE
GIVEN TO YOU WHEN YOU BRING YOUR WORK IN.

9. The fair association will not be held responsible for damage done to any exhibits for any
reason.

10. Exhibits will be judged in four (4) age groups,
A — ADULT: 18 & OLDER
Y — YOUTH: 5-17

Note: Children below the age of 5 who wish to enter, will only be provided a ribbon.
