Paul, (the Saint, not me the pastor!), 
characteristically begins his letters to the 
churches with a word of  gratitude: “I give 
thanks to my God for all of you”(Rom. 1:8) 
and he considered the goal of his ministry 
to increase the amount of thanksgiving 
directed toward God: “Grace will come 
more abundantly upon you and great will 
be the thanksgiving for the glory of God.” 
(2 Cor 4:15). In that light, Paul exhorts the 
community at Corinth : “Let each one give what 
he decided upon personally, and not reluctantly 
as if obliged. God loves a cheerful giver.”     (2 Cor 
9:7. ) As one of the three disciplines of Lent, 
along with prayer and fasting, Almsgiving then 
becomes intentional, joyful and consistent.

I too begin by expressing my gratitude for 
your generosity to the parish, to the annual 
Bishop’s Appeal, and to the several extra 
collections like the Thanksgiving drive and the 
F.I.A.T. projects. 

Our basic offertory collections, however, 
are DOWN compared to last year.  Winter
