Week of Prayer for Christian Unity

Beginning on Ecumenical Sunday.

Each year, Christians around the world enter a sacred time of prayer for unity—an invitation from the Holy Spirit
to heal divisions, deepen charity, and witness together to the Gospel of Christ. Ecumenical Sunday marks the
beginning of this beautiful week, reminding us that Jesus Himself prayed “that they may all be one” (John 17:21).
Unity is not a human project; it is the desire of the Heart of Christ.

Why Christian Unity Matters: It honors the prayer of Jesus. When we work for unity, we participate in the very
longing of Christ for His disciples. It strengthens our witness. A divided Christianity weakens the message of the
Gospel. Unity allows the world to see Christ more clearly. It promotes peace in a fractured world. When
Christians choose dialogue over division, we model reconciliation for families, communities, and nations.
It enriches our spiritual life. Each Christian tradition carries gifts—prayer, music, service, theology—that help the
whole Body of Christ grow.

Lord Jesus Christ, You prayed that all who believe in You may be one. Send Your Holy Spirit upon all
Christians, that barriers of misunderstanding may fall, wounds of division may be healed, and hearts may be
opened to reconciliation.
