A MESSAGE FROM FR. JAY NUTHULAPATI
UN MENSAJE DEL P. JAY NUTHULAPATI

“Abraham: The Courage to Trust”

In today’s first reading, God speaks a simple but lifefichanging command to Abram: “Go from your country...
to the land that | will show you.” With no map, no guarantees, and no clear destination, Abram steps forward
in faith. That single act of trust becomes the foundation of salvation history. This is why we call him our
father in faith—not because he was perfect, but because he dared to believe God’s promise even when the
path was unclear.

Lent places us in that same spiritual landscape. God invites each of us to “go”—to leave behind old habits,
fears, resentments, and comfortable routines that keep us from deeper life with Him. Like Abraham, we are
asked to trust that God’s promise is greater than our uncertainty.

This Sunday’s Gospel of the Transfiguration reminds us why the journey is worth it. The disciples glimpse the
glory that awaits beyond the cross. Abraham’s journey began with trust; ours continues with hope.

May this Lent be a time of courageous faith—one step, one prayer, one act of love at a time—confident that
the God who called Abraham walks with us still.

“Abraham: El Valor de Confiar”

En la primera lectura de hoy, Dios dirige a Abran una orden sencilla pero transformadora: “Vete de tu tierra...
hacia la tierra que yo te mostraré.” Sin mapa, sin garantias y sin saber exactamente a dénde iba, Abran dio
un paso adelante movido por la fe. Ese acto de confianza se convierte en el fundamento de toda la historia
de la salvacion. Por eso lo llamamos nuestro padre en la fe: no porque fuera perfecto, sino porque se atrevié
a creer en la promesa de Dios aun cuando el camino no estaba claro.

La Cuaresma nos coloca en ese mismo paisaje espiritual. Dios nos invita también a “salir”: a dejar atrds
habitos, miedos, resentimientos y comodidades que nos impiden crecer en nuestra relacién con El. Como
Abraham, se nos pide confiar en que la promesa de Dios es mas grande que nuestras incertidumbres.

El Evangelio de la Transfiguracién nos recuerda por qué vale la pena el camino. Los discipulos contemplan
por un instante la gloria que espera mas alla de la cruz. El viaje de Abraham comenzd con la confianza; el
nuestro continla con la esperanza.

Que esta Cuaresma sea un tiempo de fe valiente—paso a paso, oracion tras oracién, gesto de amor tras ges-
to de amor—seguros de que el mismo Dios que llamdé a Abraham camina hoy con nosotros.
