		Fastest – best roads, high speed roads
		Toll Free - no tolls, no extra expense
		Scenic – beautiful places to go and see along the way
		Shortest – does not mean in time, but in distance, save gas, dirt road for me once
		Trip Stop
	Jesus called 12 men to ff Him and He said He would make them into fishers of men
		This journey was not entered into a GPS but it was planned
		Jesus not interested in fastest, toll free, scenic, shortest, some historic sight, trip stop
		Jesus was training, the road He chose to train them was a road less traveled
	Today, Mt2017-34 3lessns on the road less traveled, lessons about getting on same page w Him
The ‘Road’
	Note the word ‘road’ in Mt 20:17 and 29.
	Seems Jesus is in Jericho [v29] but he is going up to Jerusalem [v17]
	Jericho is the lowest city on earth at about 845ft below sea level
	Jerusalem is about 2500ft above sea level
	Jericho to Jerusalem is about 18 miles
	This was a steep mountainous road
	Jesus parable of the Good Samaritan is set on the road from Jerusalem to Jericho Lk10:30

	A. Jesus previous reminders/predictions
		1st reminder Recall Mt 16:21 – Peter reacted negatively
		2nd reminder Recall Mt 17:22-23 exceedingly sorrowful
	B. Jesus third reminder/prediction 17-19
		Most detailed …
		Elaborates on what is coming at the end of the road for Jesus
			We are going up to Jerusalem
			Son of Man [M8:20] will be betrayed to the chief priests and to the scribes
			They will condemn Him to death and deliver Him to the Gentiles
			…to mock and scourge and to crucify
			And the third day He will rise again
		No response by Disciples noted, have they become numb, tune out, indifferent?
	C. Observation
		Jesus tells ‘what’ in 18-19
Jesus tells ‘why’ later in 20:28 – to serve and give His life a ransom for many
The end of the road for Jesus was not His death, it was His resurrection!!!
	Reminder to get them/us on the same page as Himself, on the same road less traveled
2nd Lesson – Greatness Through Serving 20-28
	A. Wrong way to greatness – politicking 20-21
		Mother of Zebedees sons [James and John] 
		She is looking down the road to when Jesus is King of His Kingdom 4:17,23
		Kneels and makes a request of Jesus – she humbles herself
			Jesus permits her to ask
		Requests that her two sons sit in JS kingdom – one on right and the other on left
			These would be the most important, the greatest positions to sit, seat of 
Honor, positions of power, note kingdom is not church 25:31-46

	B. Second wrong way to greatness – inflated view of abilities, ambition 22-24
		To her – U do not know what you ask – she is asking more than she knows 22a
		To James and John – are you able to drink cup I drink, be baptized w…
			James and John answer – Yes, it is hard to believe they fully understand
		To James and John – Jesus now takes them to the end of the road for themselves
			You will drink … and you will be baptized [Ac12:2, Rv1:9]
			But to sit on My right and left is not for Me to give
			But for those whom the Father prepares and gives
		The ‘ten’ hearing 24
			Greatly displeased, envious
			All the disciples seem 2hv forgotten the lesson who is the greatest 18:1-5
	C. Third wrong way of greatness – raw power, ruling down on people 25
		Jesus states in the world rulers of the Gentiles lord over those they rule
		Jesus states the great of the world exercise authority over others
	D. Right way to greatness through serving 26-28
		Not so among you – the road less traveled, get on the same page as Jesus
whoever wnts 2B great among U let him Byour servant -lowest level menial labor
and whoever wants to be first among you let him be your slave [doulos = slave]
		Just as the Son of Man 28
			Did not come to be served
			But to serve
			And to give His life a ransom for many
				Ransom – the price paid to redeem a slave
				For many – the idea is substitution, for the slave, Is52:13---53:12
			Jesus here answers the ‘why’ of His previous announcements of ‘what’ is 
coming down the road
	Jesus seems to be recentering them, the road less traveled, get on the same page
		Several wrong ways to think of greatness and importance
			in the world getting ahead of others, pushing aside putting down
		One right way of greatness – through service, where U are now, on same page JS
			Greatness 4Jesus disciples is based on service now, a road less traveled	
we should not obsess with the end and being ahead of others
We should follow Jesus’ advice and serve, servants serve w/o recognition 
3rd Lesson – Stop and Care for People 29-34
	A. Leaving
		Multitude ff Jesus as He leaves Jericho
		Two blind men by the side of the road cry out – have mercy on us O Lord Son of 
David, note Mark and Luke only say one blind man, Mark names 10:44-52
		Multitude warn the blind men to be quiet
		Two blind men cry out all the more – have mercy on us O Lord Son of David
	B. Stopping and Caring for people by the road
		Jesus stopped
		Jesus asked what they wanted Him to do for them
		Blind men know what they want – open our eyes
		Jesus had compassion, touched their eyes, immediately they received their sight
	By the road, we might walk by, the road less traveled is to stop, care, help with care
	Get on the same page as Jesus, go on the road less traveled, stop and care for people

	Revitalization – learning/applying lessns on the road less traveled, get on same page as JS
