Dear Parishioners, 
 The third Sunday in Ordinary Time was designated by Pope Francis in a document 

Aperuit Illis as the Sunday of the Word of God to celebrate, study and disseminate 
the word of God, an       immense opportunity to highlight the hidden treasures, rich-
es and depths of the living word, the divine word in the life of the community. St. Je-
rome said, “Ignorance of the scriptures is        ignorance of Christ”. Noticeably, this 
celebration is in conjunction with the prayer for Christian  Unity (an ecumenical val-
ue) as we share the same bible with the Christian communities.  

 Since today is a special day to stress the importance of the timeless truth of sacred 
writings, the book of the Gospels as is the current practice, will continue to be en-
throned in the altar in all Masses. The book of the Gospels is the most important re-
source of Christian faith. The best way to unlock the meaning of the sacred writings 
is the ancient practice of Lectio Divina (Divine Reading). Mary kept the word and 
pondered it in her heart. Ezekiel 3:3 says your word is as sweet as honey to my 
mouth. Revelation 10:10 “This word is very near you; it is in your mouth and in your 
heart for your observance” (Dt. 30: 14).  

 In anticipation of World Marriage Day on February 8, you are invited to a bilingual 
Retreat on the vocation of Marriage on February 7, Saturday, 10:00am – 2:00pm, St. 
Luke Parish Hall led by Deacons Mario Castillo and Victor Alvidrez. Together, we will 
reflect on the joy and beauty of Marriage gleaned from Pope Francis’ Apostolic Ex-
hortation Amoris Laetitia (The Joy of Love).   

 Since Sunday, February 8, is World Marriage Day, there will be a blessing of all mar-
ried couples in all Masses. A Mass will be celebrated on Saturday, February 14, 
2:00pm, St. Luke Church for the grace and blessing of married life and family. Cou-
ples celebrating 10, 25, 30, 40, 50, 60, 70 years of marriage and counting are espe-
cially invited to attend this celebration.   

 There will be a religious education fundraiser dinner on Saturday, February 28, 6:30-
8:30pm, for St. Luke’s parents/guardians and on Saturday, March 21, same time for 
Immaculate       Conception & St. Bernard’s parents/guardians, respectively.

 El tercer domingo en Tiempo Ordinario fue designado por el Papa Francisco en un 

documento Aperuit Illis como el Domingo de la Palabra de Dios para celebrar, 
estudiar y difundir la Palabra de Dios, una inmensa oportunidad para destacar los 
tesoros ocultos, riquezas y profundidades de la Palabra viva, la palabra divina en la 
vida de la comunidad. San Jerónimo dijo,  "La ignorancia de las escrituras es 
ignorancia de Cristo". Cabe destacar que esta celebración va junto con la oración por 
la Unidad Cristiana (un valor ecuménico), ya que compartimos la misma Biblia con 
las comunidades cristianas.  

 Dado que hoy es un día especial para recalcar la importancia de la verdad atemporal 
de los escritos sagrados, el libro de los Evangelios, como es la práctica actual, seguirá 
entronizado en el altar en todas las misas.

Apocalipsis 10:10 "Esta palabra está muy cerca de 
vosotros; está en tu boca y en tu corazón para tu observancia" (Dt. 30:14).

If the abuse happened in the Diocese of Tucson, call the Victim Assistance Program of the Dio-
cese of Tucson at 520-623-0344 (1-800-234-0344 in Arizona) and/or the Office of Child, Adoles-
cent and Adult Protection of the Diocese of Tucson at 520-838-2513. 
 
If the abuse happened in any other diocese and you live in Arizona, you may call the Victim As-
sistance Program of the Diocese of Tucson, the Office of Child, Adolescent and Adult Protection 
of the Diocese of Tucson or the diocese or archdiocese in which the abuse happened.
