Dear Parishioners, 

 
 

 This Sunday, February 8 is World Marriage Day! We celebrate the sacrament of  
Matrimony! We rejoice over the gift and grace of marriage as divinely revealed. In 
Catholic liturgy, the most important part of the wedding rite is not the solemn       
procession of the bride as lovely as it is but the exchange of consent. The exchange 
of consent makes the marriage. The word used is consent, that is, the assent of the 
will (the heart-soul-intellect supplied the will). It’s free will. No one forced any party 
to enter marriage. We call it consent and not vow or promise. The church doesn’t 
encourage renewal of vows and promises and consent. The understanding is that it 
is a once in a lifetime consent and cannot be renewed and/or repeated.  

 
 If you are attending the Anniversary Mass on Saturday, February 14, at 2:00 pm, St. 

Luke, please prepare a short prayer for your spouse to be shared only with your 
spouse during Mass. It can be in the form of a note. You may pattern your prayer to 
the consent below in the past tense. If you don’t want to say something, prefer not 
to say anything and would rather remain silent and quiet, you can do that, too. 
That’s completely understandable… 
 
I, Your Name, took you, Spouse’ Name, to be my husband/wife on (church wedding 

day). I promised to be faithful to you, in good times and in bad, in sickness and 
in health, I loved you and honored you all the days of our married life. 

 
 This Sunday, we will continue with Jesus’ Sermon on the Mount, the criterion,     

condition and requirement of discipleship with the theme salt of the earth and light 
of the world. As an ingredient, salt adds flavor to food but is hardly noticeable while 
light guides path in an unassuming way. Salt is salt. Light is light. Salt seasons and 
adds taste to a meal and light lights. By our immense love for God, the zeal for faith, 
enthusiasm for things holy and sacred, we help transform the world with grace and 
mercy, and in turn, enhance people’s lives by leading them closer to Christ.

Yo, tu nombre, te tomé a ti, nombre de tu cónyuge, como mi marido/esposa el día de la boda de 

la iglesia. Prometí serte fiel, en los buenos y en los malos, en la salud y en la enfermedad, te 

amé y te honré todos los días de nuestra vida matrimonial.

If the abuse happened in the Diocese of Tucson, call the Victim Assistance Program of the Dio-
cese of Tucson at 520-623-0344 (1-800-234-0344 in Arizona) and/or the Office of Child, Adoles-
cent and Adult Protection of the Diocese of Tucson at 520-838-2513. 
 
If the abuse happened in any other diocese and you live in Arizona, you may call the Victim As-
sistance Program of the Diocese of Tucson, the Office of Child, Adolescent and Adult Protection 
of the Diocese of Tucson or the diocese or archdiocese in which the abuse happened.
