


For the Weekend of March 30/31, 2024
Dear Parishioners,
HAPPY EASTER! Alleluia! Alleluia! Alleluia! Alleluia is a song of praise. After 40 days of intense
self-examination of conscience, we celebrate Easter in exuberance and unfettered joy. Paschal
Triduum is the center of the liturgical year, but the heart is the Easter Vigil. Easter Vigil is the re-
start button. Our liturgy begins here. The Mass is a celebration of the Paschal Mystery centered
on the Resurrection of Christ. Suffering and affliction don’t have the final word. Jesus’ rising gave
us hope that God is with us and never really left us as we thought he did. The risen life is a shar-
ing in the divine life. The risen Christ is living life abundantly. God’s life is transcendent life to the
full. EASTER SUNDAY is the first Sunday after the first full moon, on or after the spring equinox.
March 19, Tuesday was the spring equinox while March 25, Holy Monday was the first full (new)
moon of spring. Easter Sunday is a moveable feast as it relies on the constellation of the stars,
earth’s axis, and phases of the moon. Our Liturgy has cosmic dimension. It celebrates God's cre-
ated realities. That’s the reason why the Easter Vigil liturgy started outside the church for us to
sense the awakening of nature and the coming back to life and not simply to light the Easter
Candle. What is your new risen life? How has emptiness become fullness, absence turned into
abundance, your life renewed? St. Paul said in 1 Corinthians 15:14, “If Christ did not rise from
the dead, our faith is in vain. If Christ had not been raised, then empty is our faith”. This text is
the most radical claim of Christianity. The Resurrection of Christ is the very foundation of Christi-
anity. If you remove resurrection which is impossible to imagine, in Christianity, our faith is not
only deprived of an important element but completely devoid and empty. There is nothing in
there. The Resurrection is a supernatural event such that the depth of its mystery cannot be fully
expressed in human language. The first witnesses we often describe as eyewitnesses for being
the first to see were not really eyewitnesses in the strictest sense of the word. No one saw Jesus
rise from the dead. The hardest material evidence presented are the white cloth lying on the
ground along with the empty tomb (the stone rolled away) and of course, the resurrection ap-
pearances. They recognized him only after he told them. But even if, Resurrection is difficult to
describe in plain and sophisticated words. You just have to believe.
Thank you so very much to all who helped during the Lenten Season and Holy Week Services.
Thank you to the parish staff for working together in the busiest week of the year, the liturgical
ministers (lectors, extraordinary ministers of holy communion, cantor/choir, altar servers, church
decorators who had to change the theme momentarily on Paschal Triduum, and most important-
ly, those involved in the church environment especially the cleaning and sanitation of the church
(inside and out, pews, restrooms, etc) including the sacred vessels used in the liturgy.

iFELICES PASCUAS! jAleluya! jAleluya! jAleluya! Aleluya es un canto de alabanza. Después de 40
dias de intenso examen de conciencia, celebramos la Pascua con exuberancia y alegria sin limites. El
Triduo Pascual es el centro del aio liturgico, pero el corazén es la Vigilia Pascual. La Vigilia Pascual es
el botdn de reinicio. Nuestra liturgia comienza aqui. La Misa es una celebracion del Misterio Pascual
centrado en la Resurreccién de Cristo. El sufrimiento y la afliccidon no tienen la Gltima palabra. La
resurreccion de Jesus nos dio la esperanza de que Dios esta con nosotros y en realidad nunca nos
dejo como pensabamos que lo hizo. La vida resucitada es una participacion en la vida divina. El
Cristo resucitado esta viviendo la vida en abundancia. La vida de Dios es vida trascendente en
plenitud. DOMINGO DE PASCUA es el primer domingo después de la primera luna llena, en, o
después del equinoccio de primavera. El martes 19 de marzo fue el equinoccio de primavera,
mientras que el Lunes Santo, 25 de marzo, fue la primera luna llena (nueva) de primavera. El
Domingo de Pascua es una fiesta mdvil ya que se basa en la constelacién de estrellas, el eje de la
Tierra y las fases de la luna. Nuestra Liturgia tiene dimensidon cosmica. Celebra las realidades creadas
por Dios. Es por eso que, la liturgia de la Vigilia Pascual comenzé fuera de la iglesia para que
experimentaramos el despertar de la naturaleza y el regreso a la vida y no simplemente para
encender el Cirio Pascual. ¢Como es tu nueva vida resucitada? ¢ COmo el vacio se ha convertido en
plenitud, la ausencia en abundancia y tu vida renovada? San Pablo dijo en 1 Corintios 15:14: “Si
Cristo no hubiera resucitado de entre los muertos, vana seria nuestra fe. Si Cristo no hubiera
resucitado, entonces nuestra fe estaria vacia”. Este texto es la afirmacion mas radical del
cristianismo. La resurreccion de Cristo es el fundamento mismo del cristianismo. Si se eliminara la
resurreccion, que es imposible de imaginar, en el cristianismo nuestra fe no sélo quedaria privada de
un elemento importante, sino que estaria completamente desprovista y vacia. No habria nada alli.
La Resurreccidon es un acontecimiento sobrenatural, tal que, la profundidad de su misterio no puede
expresarse plenamente en el lenguaje humano. Los primeros testigos que a menudo describimos
como testigos oculares, por ser los primeros en verificar los hechos, no fueron realmente testigos
oculares en el sentido mas estricto de la palabra. Nadie vio a Jesus al resucitar de entre los muertos.
La evidencia material mas dura presentada es el lienzo blanco tirado en el suelo junto con la tumba
vacia (la piedra quitada) y, por supuesto, las apariciones de resurreccion. Lo reconocieron sélo
después de que él les hablé. Pero, aun asi, la Resurreccion es dificil de describir con palabras
sencillas y sofisticadas. Sdlo tienes que creer.
Muchas gracias a todos los que ayudaron durante la temporada de Cuaresma y los servicios de
Semana Santa. Gracias al personal de la parroquia por trabajar juntos en la semana mas ocupada del
afio, a los ministros liturgicos (lectores, ministros extraordinarios de la sagrada comunién, cantores/
coros, monaguillos, sacristanes, ujieres, decoradores de la iglesia que, tuvieron que cambiar el
ambiente liturgico rapidamente en el Triduo Pascual y, lo mas importante, aquellos involucrados en
el ambiente de la iglesia, especialmente en la limpieza y saneamiento de la misma (por dentro y por
fuera, bancos, banos, etc.), incluidos los vasos sagrados utilizados en la liturgia.
