Dear Parishioners,  
 We thank Bishop James Misko for gracing us with his presence at the Confirmation Mass last  

Saturday, April 11. The celebration was well attended. It was like “Here comes Douglas and Agua 
Prieta and travelers from out of town”. Those of us who came to the confirmation could vouch 
that the bishop’s homily was so touching, profoundly inspiring and deeply moving. In the              
sacraments, God wants to be in contact with us both body and soul, stay with us and abide in us 
not for a moment but for life, forever. We become God’s living testimony and his presence in the 
world.  

 The Emmaus Experience is one of the loveliest texts in the scriptures. Here are two distraught 
disciples on the way out of Jerusalem to Emmaus talking to themselves about Jesus. The Jesus 
movement for them ended up a failure and defeat after the crucifixion.    

 The next few Saturdays will be the first holy communion. I look forward to these sacramental  
celebrations/religious events, rites of passages when the catholic community (parents,                
grandparents, godparents, families, relatives) come together, join and witness the children and 
young people in the religious education receive Christ in the holy Eucharist.  

 As I write this, today, Saturday, April 18, I just celebrated the Loretto School first holy communion 
Mass. I especially thank the school community composed of the staff, families, parents/
guardians, students, among others for a joyful and solemn celebration.  

 This weekend, the Cursillo Movement is hosting the men’s retreat at the CYC Hall. Next weekend 
is women’s retreat. Let us include them in our prayers. These weekend retreats are life- changing 
experiences. They re-orient and re-direct our lives completely to the Lord. They transform us into 
ways we cannot possibly put in words. They overwhelm us for the better. Faith is absolute           
submission to the Absolute God, the source and author of life.  

 I am grateful to the Catholic Foundation for awarding grants to Immaculate Conception,                 
La Sallete Mission, Loretto School and St. Luke. The funding is made possible by the diocesan 
campaign, Annual Catholic Appeal.  

 If you’re wondering about how much you should give to the church on a weekly basis, your  
hourly wage belongs to the Lord.

If the abuse happened in the Diocese of Tucson, call the Victim Assistance Program of the Dio-
cese of Tucson at 520-623-0344 (1-800-234-0344 in Arizona) and/or the Office of Child, Adoles-
cent and Adult Protection of the Diocese of Tucson at 520-838-2513. 
 
If the abuse happened in any other diocese and you live in Arizona, you may call the Victim As-
sistance Program of the Diocese of Tucson, the Office of Child, Adolescent and Adult Protection 
of the Diocese of Tucson or the diocese or archdiocese in which the abuse happened.
