Dear Parishioners,  
 In the Diocese of Tucson, the feast of the Ascension which this year falls on Thursday, 
May 14 (exactly 40 days after Christ’s resurrection) is celebrated on the Seventh Sunday of  
Easter to encourage more participation from the faithful. The Ascension of the Lord is one of 
those mysteries of our faith that presents difficulties for us modern people to  
understand. As the text says, “As they were looking on, he was lifted up, and a cloud took 
him from their sight” (Acts 1: 9). Jesus was taken not beyond the earth’s orbit. The cloud 
doesn’t simply signal weather forecast but a sign of God’s abiding presence among us. This 
verse “Men of Galilee, why are you standing there looking up at the sky?” (Acts 1: 11)  
explains why standing is the proper way of receiving holy communion.  
 In anticipation of Pentecost Sunday, we started our novena on Friday, May 15 – Satur-
day, May 23. As we hold and keep vigil, we humbly invoke the Holy Spirit, the Lord and giver 
of life, to ignite, light a fire, and put a spark in our communities. With open hearts, we  
joyfully await the outpouring of the seven gifts of the Holy Spirit (Piety, Fear of the Lord, 
Knowledge, Wisdom, Understanding, Counsel and Fortitude).   
 Please mark your calendars on Thursday, June 25, 2026, 6:00 pm – 7:00 pm, St. Luke 
Church for a presentation given by Msgr. Greg Adolf on the history of the Catholic Church in 
Cochise County, Our Story: The Church in Southern Arizona. This will be livestreamed for 
those who cannot come in person.  
 In anticipation of the feast of the Sacred Heart of Jesus and #America250, we will hold 
a Novena from June 3 – 11, 6:00 pm – 7:00 pm, St. Luke Church. As we look forward to  
Friday, June 12, we will once again reflect on the apostolic exhortation of Pope Francis, Dilexit 
Nos (He loved us). It is recommended that you bring images and statues of the Sacred Heart 
of Jesus for a special blessing on the Masses on Thursday, June 11, 6:00 pm. SL and June 12, 
7:00 am, SL and 9:00 am, IC.    
 #America250, 250 hours of adoration in 3 parishes beginning on June 22 – July 3 ex-
cluding Thursday, June 25 and the weekend of June 20/21.  
 As #America250 prepares for its anniversary, we are reminded of our own family’s  
immigrant history and story. How did you end up in Douglas? Which place do you trace your 
family back?   
 There will be a novena for Father’s Day, from Friday, June 12 – Saturday, June 20, St. 
Luke Church. Preparations for Father’s Day dinner and dance on Saturday, June 20, 6:15 pm – 
8:00 pm are also underway. Tickets will be sold.

 En previsión del domingo de Pentecostés, comenzamos nuestra novena del viernes 15 al 
sábado 23 de mayo. Mientras vigilamos y vigilamos, invocamos humildemente al Espíritu Santo, el 
Señor y dador de vida, para que encienda, encienda un fuego y encienda una chispa en nuestras 
comunidades.

the Vigil of Pentecost

If the abuse happened in the Diocese of Tucson, call the Victim Assistance Program of the       
Diocese of Tucson at 520-623-0344 (1-800-234-0344 in Arizona) and/or the Office of Child,     
Adolescent and Adult Protection of the Diocese of Tucson at 520-838-2513. 
 
If the abuse happened in any other diocese and you live in Arizona, you may call the Victim  
Assistance Program of the Diocese of Tucson, the Office of Child, Adolescent and Adult       
Protection of the Diocese of Tucson or the diocese or archdiocese in which the abuse happened.
