Dear Parishioners,  
 This Sunday is the Solemnity of the Most Holy Trinity, One God in three Persons. The doc-

trine of the Blessed Trinity is the highest of all truths in the Catholic Faith. All other truths: 
teachings, doctrines and beliefs flow from the Blessed Trinity. Although we cannot fully 
know God only by approximation in human terms, the name of God is Trinity: Father, Son, 
and Holy Spirit. The final revelation of the One God in the Old Testament is the Trinity. Be-
cause God is ineffable, we can only speak of him metaphorically, God is like... St. Paul in 2 
Cor. 13: 13 addressed the audience with the words, “The grace of the Lord Jesus Christ, 
and the love of God and the fellowship of the Holy Spirit be with all of you” the greetings 
said by the presider at the start of the Mass speaks of the Trinity. God is communion. The 
church illuminated by the spirit is the communion of the people of God in charity. A        
theologian once said, “God is not a problem to be solved”. I would add, God is God, God is 
love, whose worship and honor is due, to adore and to stand in awe. The best way to     
celebrate Trinity Sunday is spent in moments of contemplation much more than the        
arguments and human reason. We know God by divine revelation through the light of 
grace. The most sublime mission and aim of divine work is the sanctification of mankind, 
the beatification of all his creatures and living the very life of the Blessed Trinity.  

 We will start the Novena to the Sacred Heart of Jesus this Wednesday, June 3 – Thursday, 
June 11, 2026. Our participation in the consecration to the Sacred Heart of Jesus will be 
the Vigil Mass on Thursday, June 11, 6:00 pm, St. Luke Church. Please bring your images 
and statues of the Sacred Heart of Jesus to be blessed during Mass. After the Vigil Mass, 
there will be a potluck dinner, 7:15pm, St. Luke Hall.  

 In anticipation of Father’s Day, we will hold St. Joseph novena to find inspiration to the     
fatherly and saintly figure of St. Joseph and learn about his qualities. He was a just and 
righteous man and never spoke a word (just action) in the bible. The Father’s Day Dinner 
and Dance will be held Saturday, June 20, 7:00 pm – 11:00 pm, CYC Hall.  

 Next Weekend is the Solemnity of Corpus Christi. A benediction with procession inside the 
Mass will take the place of the final blessing each Mass.  

 This Friday, June 5, the sacrament of the anointing of the sick will be administered at the 
7:00 am and 9:00 am Masses.

 Este domingo es la Solemnidad de la Santísima Trinidad, Uno en Dios en Tres Personas. La 

doctrina de la Santísima Trinidad es la más alta de todas las verdades en la fe católica. Todas las 
demás verdades: enseñanzas, doctrinas y creencias fluyen de la Santísima Trinidad. Aunque no 
podemos conocer completamente a Dios solo por aproximación en términos humanos, el 
nombre de Dios es Trinidad: Padre, Hijo y Espíritu Santo. La revelación final del Dios Único en el 
Antiguo Testamento es la Trinidad. Porque Dios es inefable, solo podemos hablar de él 
metafóricamente, Dios es como... San Pablo, en 2 Cor. 13:13, se dirigió a la audiencia con las 
palabras: "La gracia del Señor Jesucristo, el amor de Dios y la comunión del Espíritu Santo sean 
con todos ustedes". Los saludos que dice el presidente al inicio de la misa hablan de la Trinidad. 
Dios es comunión. La iglesia iluminada por el espíritu es la comunión del pueblo de Dios en la 
caridad. Un teólogo dijo una vez: "Dios no es un problema que se resuelva". Añadiría: Dios es 
Dios, Dios es amor, cuya adoración y honor se merecen, para adorar y permanecer en 
admiración. La mejor manera de celebrar el Domingo de la Trinidad se dedica mucho más a 
momentos de reflexión que a los argumentos y la razón humana. Conocemos a Dios por 
revelación divina a través de la luz de la gracia. La misión y el objetivo más sublimes de la obra 
divina es la santificación de la humanidad, la beatificación de todas sus criaturas, viviendo la 
propia vida de la Santísima Trinidad.  

 Comenzaremos la Novena al Sagrado Corazón de Jesús este miércoles 3 de junio – jueves 11 de 
junio de 2026. Nuestra participación en la consagración al Sagrado Corazón de Jesús será la 
Misa de la Vigilia el jueves 11 de junio a las 18:00 horas, en la Iglesia de San Lucas. Por favor, 
traed vuestras imágenes y estatuas del Sagrado Corazón de Jesús para ser bendecidas durante 
la Misa. Después de la Misa de la Vigilia, habrá una cena compartida a las 19:15 en el Salón San 
Lucas.

Era un hombre 
justo y recto y nunca pronunciaba una palabra (solo acción) en la Biblia. La cena y baile del Día 
del Padre se celebrará el sábado 20 de junio, de 19:00 a 23:00, en el CYC Hall.  

 El próximo fin de semana es la solemnidad del Corpus Christi. Una bendición con procesión 
dentro de la Misa sustituirá a la bendición final de cada Misa.  

 Este viernes 5 de junio, se administrará el sacramento de la unción de los enfermos en las misas 
de las 7:00 y 9:00 de la mañana.

If the abuse happened in the Diocese of Tucson, call the Victim Assistance Program of the       
Diocese of Tucson at 520-623-0344 (1-800-234-0344 in Arizona) and/or the Office of Child,     
Adolescent and Adult Protection of the Diocese of Tucson at 520-838-2513. 
 
If the abuse happened in any other diocese and you live in Arizona, you may call the Victim  
Assistance Program of the Diocese of Tucson, the Office of Child, Adolescent and Adult       
Protection of the Diocese of Tucson or the diocese or archdiocese in which the abuse happened.
