The Bells? What a Blessing to the Community! 

Dear Parishioners and Friends of the Church of St. Jude, 

Greetings! 

Just for an update on our beautifully installed Church 

Bells and the Bell Tower: 

Since installation, we have received numerous 

expressions of appreciation from parishioners, friends, 

and neighbors who have commented on the impact our 

Church Bells have on the town. We appreciate these 

expressions of support. 

We are also aware that some people have expressed 

concerns to others, saying the bell and its sound are a 

nuisance or disturbance to them or their loved ones. 

We, as a law-abiding community, have complied with all 

legal provisions and ordinances of our Rochester 

Village. As a peace-loving family of intentional disciples 

of Jesus Christ and as the good neighbors we have 

always tried to be, we have lowered the volume of the 

bells twice so that most neighbors can hardly hear them. 

However, the purpose of the project is to share the 

sacred sound of the bells with the community, and this 

change affects that intention. We have also reduced the 

number of times the bell rings daily. 

The bells ring at the following times: Mondays – 

12:00 noon and 6:00pm; Tuesdays to Friday—

7:10am, 12:00 noon, and 6:00pm; Saturday—12:00 

noon, 6:00pm, and right before the 4:30pm Mass; 

Sunday— 12:00 noon, and 6:00pm, and right before 

each of the two Masses on Sunday morning. We also 

use the bells when we have funerals. Fortunately, we 

rarely have funerals here at St. Jude. 

Our bell rings only between 7:10am and 6:00pm. It does 

not ring at night or every hour, and it is never loud or 

prolonged. If you hear claims to the contrary, please 

know they are not true. Stay informed and feel free to 

explain the facts if needed. 

As a reminder, The BELL represents prayer, worship, 

attention, joy, mourning, and the Church’s call to 

holiness. The BELL TOWER represents the Church 

standing tall in the community and in the world, pointing 

people to heaven, and calling everyone to God.

Meet Fr. Tomy Philip SAC 

 

Dear St. Jude Parish community, 

 

It is with great joy that I introduce myself to you as Fr. Tomy Philip, part of the Congregation of Pallottine Fathers 

and Brothers. I am delighted to join your parish as the Parochial Administrator. 

 

I was born on May 24, 1974, in the beautiful state of Kerala, India—rightly known as “God’s own country.” My 

family, a source of constant support and love, includes my parents, who are gracefully enjoying their golden years, 

as well as my brother and three sisters, all happily married. 

 

After my ordination on May 5, 2004, I served a year in India’s remote missions, enriching my pastoral skills and 

strengthening my commitment to serving communities in need. I then dedicated four years as the Vocation 

Director for my congregation, guiding young men in discerning their priestly call. 

 

In 2009, I was blessed with the opportunity to study in Rome at the Pontifical Gregorian University, where I 

obtained a License in Priestly Formation and subsequently pursued a Ph.D. During this period, I served as the 

Associate Pastor at Regina Apostolorum Parish, gaining invaluable pastoral experience over seven years. 

 

After nine fulfilling years in Rome, I returned to India in 2018 to become the Rector at a minor seminary. This 

role allowed me to teach Theology and spirituality at various seminaries, feeding my passion for education. During 

that time, I also served as a parish pastor. I have been blessed by God to have spent over 30 years working in youth 

apostolate, guiding young people in their faith journey. 

 

I began my ministry in the Diocese of Springfield in Illinois on November 4, 2024, at Blessed Sacrament Parish 

in Springfield, where I served for seven months. Since June 2025, I have been serving as the Parochial 

Administrator of St. Thomas the Apostle Parish in Newton and St. Mary of the Assumption Parish in Ste. Marie. 

 

Joining St. Jude Parish is an exciting step, and I look forward to meeting each of you, learning from you, and 

contributing positively to our parish life. 

 

I am deeply grateful for this opportunity to share in your lives and grow in faith together. Let us build a welcoming, 

inclusive environment, strengthening one another in spirituality and service.
