Dear Coach!

We are thankful to be back for another year of WV Hoops Classic. We are excited to be back hosting games at West Virginia State University.  Games will be played in their Convocation Center on the Lester Raines floor.  It’s an amazing facility and we are sure it will give your players and fans a real treat!  Concessions will be available and will benefit WVSU. 

Please take a minute to confirm your team(s) game time to be sure we agree and there are no conflicts.  The schedule is listed at the end of this letter.

Jersey Color:  The home team will be the first team listed on the schedule (on reverse) for the games.   Remember, the home team must wear light jerseys.

Roster:  We will need your roster when you arrive.  Please have it prepared in NUMERICAL order from lowest jersey number to highest.  This is a great help to our announcers.  Thank you for helping with this.  

Team Size:  25 players, coaches, and support staff must enter with the team at the Team Pass Gate.  All others traveling with you must purchase a ticket.  Tickets for Hoops are $7.00 each for 2nd graders and up.  This year there will be NO RE-ENTRY but people are welcome to stay all day and enjoy the games.  

Arrival Time:  Please be present at WVSU in the gym at or near the beginning of the game prior to yours. ALL TEAMS MUST ENTER AT THE MAIN ENTRANCE.  All other entrances are to be kept locked. 

Warm Up Time:  “Kansas City Style” format.  Teams will warm up for 10 minutes during the half time of the game prior to theirs and then again for 10 minutes at the end of this game.  This gives constant entertainment for the fans.  College recruiters prefer this format.  Please BRING YOUR OWN BASKETBALLS for warm-ups.  (There will be people at the gym 1 hour prior to the first game each day.)  

**1000 Point Records:  If you have a player that will likely score their 1000th point in the Hoops Classic please do two things.  
1)  Let us know when you arrive that this is a possibility. 
2) Please be prepared to provide the game ball that will be used for your game.  

Awards:  Most Valuable Player Awards will be given to the MVP from each team after every game.

Cheerleaders:  Cheerleaders and their sponsors are also to sign in and enter at the pass gate.  Others traveling with them are to purchase a ticket.
