The Church that was established by Jesus and fortified

by the institution of the sacraments cannot be destroyed

and deprived of Her four marks. The human element

may be strained and injured, but not even the gates of

hell will prevail against this institution alive in the Spirit.

Our actions can either bear witness to that reality or it

can bring offense. Let us pray that enough of us will

choose the holy way so all the world may see that God is

real, Jesus is alive, and we are ONE.
