Laminate covering. The HPL protects against voltage shorts that can occur
with electrical equipment and creates an electrostatic discharge to help
prevent buildup of the static electricity which could damage equipment.

CARE & MAINTENANCE

Maintenance should be carried out regularly to retain the appearance and durability of the floor. The floorcovering should be maintained with regular sweeping and dry
mopping. Damp mopping with using a neutral cleanser, more intense cleaning should be carried out using a neutral cleanser. Harsh chemicals can affect the adhesive layer
between the HPL and Icon Panel.

Maintain temperatures during and after installation to between 15 and 32 degrees Celsius, with a relative humidity between 40-60%. Avoid extreme changes in temperature and
humidity.

Itis recommended that plywood protection is used for all rolling loads over the access floor finish.
