REHEARSAL RECAP

Use the restroom, gather your things, and be ready to get to 

work so we can use all the time we have available together. Thank you! 



● I will start moving singers around as I get to know their voices and personalities a little better. I 

do not have a seating chart as yet; but please remind your child to be flexible as we work to find 

our BEST choral sound. Thank you!
