4. EXTEND - MOVE BEYOND THE CLASSROOM

What doth it profit, my brethren, though a man say he hath faith, and
have not works? can faith save him?

The ministry of the Sunday School provides opportunities for
believers to put their faith to work, extending the impact of the
church beyond the classroom and into the homes and lives of many
who do not attend.
