FIVE COMMITMENTS

4 Compete hard and finish with class. 
Winning with integrity is better than just winning. I'll teach my players that how you win says just as much 
as the fact that you did. Respect for the opponent is non-negotiable. 

 

5 Keep the kids at the center of every decision. 
On a tough day, this is the reset: is what I'm about to do or say good for the kids? If the answer is no, I stop. 
That's why we're all here.
