PASTOR'S COLUMN:

Have you seen the new priest at St. Theresa’s Parish?

Fr. Maleselino Kauvaetupu, (Lomano), MSC. He is from the islands of Wallis and Futuna, and a member
of our M.S.C. Pacific Islands Province.

Father Lomano has been in this country since October 2024. After his arrival, we sent him to Bogota,
Colombia to learn Spanish which is helpful for anyone ministering here. After that, he has been learning
about the U.S.A. by ministering in Watertown, N.Y, and eastern Pennsylvania. Now he will be joining our
California community which is very international.

Right now, our California community consists of M.S.C. members from; USA, India, Colombia, Philippines,
Indonesia, Korea and now Fiji. Please welcome him, as we welcome all people, to our Palm Springs, Saint
Theresa Parish.

‘Will there only be a few saved?’ The response of Jesus to this question has often been interpreted in a
pessimistic sense — the very opposite of the message of hope he brought to the world. Fortunately, today’s
biblical scholarship shows this interpretation to be mistaken. The question put to Jesus was much discussed
by the rabbis. Their exclusive view had no place for the Gentiles, and their emphasis upon a strict observance
of the prescriptions of the Law that was almost impossible for the common people, led them to conclude that
the number of the saved would be rather small.

Jesus had no intention of entering into this discussion; in fact, his whole purpose was to lead them beyond the
exclusiveness they took for granted. He called them to identify with the generous ways of God. Israel’s
calling was, in fact, for the sake of the other peoples of the world. They were to be a ‘light to the nations’,
leading them to come to know the life- giving ways of the one true God.
