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PASTOR'S COLUMN:

A History Lesson;

Imagine the hatred between Serbs and Muslims in modern Bosnia, the enmity between Catholics and Protestants in
Northern Ireland or the feuding between street gangs in Los Angeles or New York, and you have some idea of the
feeling and its causes between Jews and Samaritans in the time of Jesus. Both politics and religion were involved.

After the separation of Judah and Israel in the ninth century, King Omri of the Northern Kingdom bought the hill of
Samaria from Shemer. He built there the city of Samaria which became his capital.

In 722 B.C. the city fell to the Assyrians and became the headquarters of the Assyrian province of Samarina. While
many of the inhabitants of the city and the surrounding area of Samaria were led off into captivity, some farmers and
others were left behind. They intermarried with new settlers from Mesopotamia and Syria. Second Kings recounts how
worship of Yahweh was mixed with the worship of strange gods.

Though the Samaritans were condemned by the Jews, they probably had as much pure Jewish blood as the Jews who
later returned from the Babylonian exile.

As we listen to the story of the meeting by the well of Jesus and the Samaritan woman. Her history reminds us of our
own frailties; her finding of faith and a new life encourages us. Though her life’s searching has led her to make serious
mistakes, we warm to the spirited woman from whom Jesus asks a drink. Jesus is thirsty; but what he seeks before all
else is that this woman and those like her find true peace. In their memorable exchange he responds to the woman’s
searching. As she comes to recognize that she has found what her heart has been seeking, she ‘puts down her water jar’,
and runs off to share the good news with the villagers she has been avoiding — by coming to the well at midday when
few people are about.

The woman’s reaction is a reminder to those who had found faith in Christ that they too were called to be missionaries.
And this reminder has a sharp edge. It is not easy for us, today, to appreciate the bitterness of the estrangement between
Jews and Samaritans — though the shocking conflicts of recent times may help us to understand the violent attitudes that
divided these two groups. Of the Synoptic Gospels, Luke alone — the Gentile Convert - shows any sympathy for the Sa-
maritans. A missionary outreach to these people, therefore, must have seemed almost unthinkable to early Christians,
most of whom were from a Jewish background. The attitude of Jesus, and the success he had in this chance meeting with
Samaritans, was an encouragement for them to take up the Church’s mission, in every age and to every group. This is
what Pope Francis is calling the church of today to do.

The words of a hymn we sing quite often express this notion. “All are welcome in this place!” Even the people WE
consider Samaritans.

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COLUMNA DEL PASTOR :

Una leccion de historia;

Imaginemos el odio entre serbios y musulmanes en la Bosnia moderna, la enemistad entre catdlicos y protestantes en Irlanda del Norte o las dispu-
tas entre pandillas callejeras en Los Angeles o Nueva York, y tendremos una idea del sentimiento y sus causas entre judios y samaritanos en la
Bosnia moderna. tiempo de Jests. Tanto la politica como la religion estuvieron involucradas. Después de la separacion de Juda e Israel en el siglo
IX, el rey Omri del Reino del Norte compro la colina de Samaria a Sémer. Alli construyo la ciudad de Samaria, que se convirtié en su capital.

En 722 a.c. la ciudad cay6 en manos de los asirios y se convirtio en la sede de la provincia asiria de Samarina. Mientras que muchos de los hab-
itantes de la ciudad y de los alrededores de Samaria fueron llevados en cautiverio, algunos agricultores y otros quedaron atrés. Se casaron con
nuevos colonos de Mesopotamia y Siria. Segundo Reyes relata como el culto a Yahvé se mezclaba con el culto a dioses extrafios. Aunque los sa-
maritanos fueron condenados por los judios, probablemente tenian tanta sangre judia pura como la de los judios que regresaron mas tarde del exil-
io en Babilonia.

Mientras escuchamos la historia del encuentro junto al pozo de Jesus y la mujer samaritana. Su historia nos recuerda nuestras propias debilidades;
su hallazgo de fe y de una vida nueva nos anima. Aunque la busqueda de su vida la ha llevado a cometer graves errores, sentimos simpatia por la
mujer enérgica a quien Jesus le pide de beber. Jesus tiene sed; pero lo que busca ante todo es que esta mujer y aquellos como ella encuentren la
verdadera paz. En su memorable intercambio ¢l responde a la busqueda de la mujer. Cuando reconoce que ha encontrado lo que su corazon
buscaba, "deja su cantaro de agua" y sale corriendo para compartir las buenas noticias con los aldeanos que ha estado evitando: acudiendo al pozo
al mediodia, cuando pocos la gente se trata.

La reaccion de la mujer es un recordatorio para aquellos que habian encontrado la fe en Cristo de que ellos también fueron llamados a ser
misioneros. Y este recordatorio tiene un filo. No es facil para nosotros hoy apreciar la amargura del distanciamiento entre judios y samaritanos,
aunque los impactantes conflictos de los tltimos tiempos pueden ayudarnos a comprender las actitudes violentas que dividieron a estos dos
grupos. De los evangelios sinopticos, solo Lucas —el gentil converso— muestra alguna simpatia por los samaritanos. Por lo tanto, un acercamiento
misionero a estas personas debe haber parecido casi impensable a los primeros cristianos, la mayoria de los cuales eran de origen judio. La actitud
de Jesus y el éxito que tuvo en este encuentro casual con los samaritanos fue un estimulo para que asumieran la mision de la Iglesia, en cada época
y en cada grupo. Esto es lo que el Papa Francisco llama a hacer a la iglesia de hoy.

Las palabras de un himno que cantamos a menudo expresan esta nocion. “jTodos son bienvenidos en este lugar!” Incluso las per-
sonas que NOSOTROS consideramos samaritanos.
