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When we first began shaping this production of 
Godspell, I was struck by its invitation to community. This 
show doesn’t just retell stories—it asks us to live them, 
together, in joy, in questions, and in song. What begins as 
a group of individuals slowly becomes an ensemble bound 
by trust, generosity, and play.

In many ways, that is the heartbeat of Godspell: the 
reminder that even in uncertain times, we can find meaning 
and hope in connection. Through laughter, tears, and 
music, we are invited to see the most vulnerable in one 
another and ourselves, to embrace that, and to help love 
and lead each other through it. For me, that is what theatre 
is, and so it was natural for me to set our show in a theatre 
and to add theatre references throughout. I wonder how 
many “nods” to the theatre you will notice. 

I am deeply grateful to this extraordinary company, 
whose creativity and spirit have brought these parables 

to life, and to you, our audience, for joining us in this shared celebration. May this 
performance remind us all that love, in action, is the greatest story we can tell.
