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SUNDAY, JUNE 21 - FEAR IS A TERRIBLE FORTUNE TELLER

“Do not be afraid.” (Matthew 10:31)

Most of us are not really afraid of the future. We are afraid of not being able to control the
future. We want reassurance that our loved ones will be okay, that our health will hold up, that
our plans will succeed, and that life will unfold according to our expectations. Instead, we are
given uncertainty. So we do what human beings have always done: we worry. We rehearse
conversations that have not happened yet, imagine problems that do not yet exist, and
occasionally convince ourselves that a minor headache means we should update our will.
Jeremiah knew what it felt like to live with uncertainty. People criticized him, opposed him,
and waited for him to fail. Yet he discovered something that changed everything: “The Lord is
with me like a mighty champion.” Jesus offers the same assurance when He reminds us that
not even a sparrow falls without the Father’s knowledge. The point is not simply that God
knows everything. The point is that we do not have to carry responsibilities that belong to Him.
We are not asked to control tomorrow. We are asked to trust the One who already stands
there.

Much of life becomes lighter when we stop treating fear as a prophet. Fear constantly tries to
convince us that it knows what is coming next. It points to worst-case scenarios and urges us
to prepare for disasters that may never arrive. Faith does not guarantee that difficult things will
never happen. lliness still comes. Loss still hurts. Plans still change. But faith reminds us that no
challenge enters our lives without first passing through the hands of a God who loves us. The
Christian promise is not that we will always understand the road ahead. The promise is that we
will never walk it alone. And that is often enough to take the next step.

Prayer: Lord, when fear begins writing stories about the future, help me remember that You are
already there. Teach me to trust Your love more than my worries and Your presence more than
my fears. Amen. Readings: Jeremiah 20:10-13; Psalm 69; Romans 5:12-15; Matthew 10:26-33

MONDAY, JUNE 22 - THE HARD TRUTH ABOUT MIRRORS

“Why do you notice the splinter in your brother’s eye?” (Matthew 7:3)

Few things are easier than improving someone else’s life from a safe distance. We know
exactly how relatives should behave, how coworkers should improve, how politicians should
govern, and how strangers should drive. Somewhere inside many of us lives a person who
believes the world would run much more smoothly if everyone would simply listen to our
advice. The unfortunate reality is that most people are busy wishing everyone would listen to
theirs.

Jesus uses one of the funniest images in the Gospel: a man trying to remove a splinter from
someone else’s eye while carrying a wooden beam in his own. We laugh because the image is
absurd. We also laugh because it is familiar. The flaws that irritate us most in others are often
the very weaknesses we struggle to recognize in ourselves. Pride has a remarkable ability to
hide in plain sight.

The tragedy of Israel in today’s first reading began when people stopped listening to God.
Spiritual growth begins when we become teachable again. The saints were not people who
had no faults. They were people willing to see them. The moment we stop asking, “What’s
wrong with everyone else?” and begin asking, “Lord, what are You trying to teach me?” grace
finally has room to work.

Prayer: Lord, help me see myself honestly and humbly. Remove the blind spots that keep

me from growing, and give me the wisdom to become more patient, compassionate, and
understanding toward others. Amen.

Readings: 2 Kings 17:5-8, 13—15a, 18; Psalm 60; Matthew 7:1-5

TUESDAY, JUNE 23 - SPREAD IT OUT BEFORE THE LORD

“He spread it out before the Lord.” (2 Kings 19:14)

Most of us bring edited versions of ourselves to prayer. We tell God what we think He should
know, while quietly holding back the deeper fears. We mention the financial concern but not
the panic behind it. We pray for a loved one but avoid speaking about how helpless we feel.
We bring Him the summary while keeping the full story folded away in our hearts.

King Hezekiah does something profoundly simple. After receiving a threatening letter, he
carries it into the temple and spreads it out before the Lord. He does not minimize the
problem, pretend to be strong, or hide his anxiety. He lays the entire situation before God.

It is one of the most beautiful images of prayer in Scripture. Real prayer begins when we stop
managing appearances and start bringing God the truth.

Many burdens become lighter not because circumstances immediately change, but because we
stop carrying them alone. Jesus speaks of the narrow gate because trust is rarely the easiest
choice. Yet peace often begins when we place our fears into God’s hands and resist the
temptation to take them back every fifteen minutes.

Prayer: Lord, teach me to bring You not only my polished prayers but also my fears,
disappointments, and uncertainties. Help me trust that nothing | place before You is beyond
Your care.

WEDNESDAY, JUNE 24 - THE NATIVITY OF SAINT JOHN THE BAPTIST

YOU WERE NEVER AN ACCIDENT

“The Lord called me from birth.” (Isaiah 49:1)

One of the quiet struggles many people carry is the fear that their most important years are
behind them. Children grow up. Careers end. Retirement arrives. Health changes. The phone
rings less often than it once did. A person can begin to wonder, “Do | still matter? Does my life
still have a purpose?” These questions are rarely spoken aloud, but they echo in many hearts.
The birth of John the Baptist reminds us that every life is part of a larger story God is writing.
Before John preached a sermon, baptized a convert, or pointed anyone toward Christ, God
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already knew him. Isaiah speaks of being called from the womb. The psalm reminds us that we
are wonderfully made. Our value does not come from what we accomplish but from whose we
are. God'’s love precedes every achievement and survives every disappointment.

John's greatness came from understanding who he was and who he was not. He did not try to
be the Messiah. He simply prepared the way. The same invitation is given to us. We do not
have to be famous, impressive, or indispensable. We simply have to be faithful. God still has a
purpose for every life that He continues to sustain.

Prayer: Lord, thank You for creating me with purpose and love. Help me trust that my life
matters, even when | cannot see the full impact of my faithfulness. Amen. Readings:

Isaiah 49:1-6; Psalm 139; Acts 13:22-26; Luke 1:57-66, 80

THURSDAY, JUNE 25 - WHEN THE STORM ARRIVES

“The rain fell, the floods came, and the winds blew.” (Matthew 7:25)

Nobody discovers the strength of a foundation during a sunny afternoon. We discover it when
life becomes difficult. A spouse becomes ill. A diagnosis changes everything. A child struggles.
A marriage faces challenges. Grief enters the home. Suddenly the questions are no longer
theoretical. What seemed stable is tested, and what seemed important is often placed in a new
perspective.

Jesus speaks of two houses facing the same storm. One stands. One falls. The difference is not
intelligence, talent, wealth, or luck. The difference is the foundation. The wise man built his
life upon something deeper than circumstances. He listened to God’s word and put it into
practice long before the storm arrived. Faithfulness during ordinary days prepared him for
extraordinary challenges.

Many of the strongest people we know did not become strong during a crisis. They became
strong through years of prayer, trust, forgiveness, and perseverance. Storms do not create
foundations. They reveal them. Every act of faith today is preparing us for whatever tomorrow
may bring.

Prayer: Lord, help me build my life upon You. Strengthen my faith during ordinary days so that
I may stand firm when difficult days come. Amen. Readings: 2 Kings 24:8-17; Psalm 79;
Matthew 7:21-29

FRIDAY, JUNE 26 - SOMETIMES PEOPLE JUST NEED TO BE NOTICED

“He stretched out his hand and touched him.” (Matthew 8:3)

Loneliness is one of the hidden sufferings of our time. Many people are surrounded by others
and still feel unseen. Some have lost spouses. Some live far from family. Some spend entire
days speaking to almost no one. Others carry burdens they feel nobody would understand. A
person can go a very long time without hearing someone sincerely ask, “How are you really
doing?”

The leper in today’s Gospel had experienced more than physical illness. He had experienced
isolation. People avoided him. Conversations stopped when he appeared. Yet before Jesus
healed him, He touched him. That simple gesture restored something deeper than health. It
restored dignity. It reminded the man that he was still seen, valued, and loved.

The world is filled with people carrying invisible wounds. A phone call, a visit, a kind word, a
handwritten note, or a few minutes of genuine listening may become a channel of God'’s grace.
Some people are not waiting for advice. They are waiting to be noticed. In a world that often
rushes past suffering, compassion remains one of the most powerful forms of healing.
Prayer: Lord, help me notice those who are lonely, discouraged, or forgotten. Make me an
instrument of Your compassion and a reflection of Your loving presence. Amen. Readings: 2
Kings 25:1-12; Psalm 137; Matthew 8:1-4

SATURDAY, JUNE 27 - ONLY SAY THE WORD

“Lord, | am not worthy.” (Matthew 8:8)

Most of us find humility easier to admire than to practice. Some people spend their lives trying
to prove they are worthy. Others become convinced they are not worthy of anything at all.
Both approaches keep the focus on ourselves. Genuine humility is different. It is not thinking
less of ourselves or more of ourselves. It is thinking more about God and trusting Him
completely.

The centurion in today’s Gospel possesses a remarkable faith. He recognizes his own
limitations, yet he has complete confidence in Jesus. What makes his faith even more beautiful
is that he is not seeking help for himself. He comes on behalf of his servant. His heart is moved
by another person’s suffering. He believes that Christ’s word alone is enough to bring healing
and hope.

Every Mass places the centurion’s words on our lips because they express the heart of Christian
faith. We are not saved because we are worthy. We are saved because God is merciful. The
miracle begins not when we become perfect but when we place our trust in the One who loves
us despite our imperfections. Love grows whenever another person’s pain matters to us as
much as our own.

Prayer: Lord, | am not worthy, yet | trust completely in Your mercy. Strengthen my faith, deepen
my humility, and help me love others with a generous and compassionate heart. Amen.
Readings: Lamentations 2:2, 10-14, 18-19; Psalm 74; Matthew 8:5-17

THE BURDEN OF TRYING TO
CONTROL EVERYTHING ... ..

Aging is a little like flying on an airplane. When we are young, we imagine we are in the
cockpit. We make plans, set goals, and assume that if we work hard enough, life will largely
cooperate with our intentions. Then come the years when life delivers its humbling lesson.
Health changes. Loved ones make choices we would never choose for them. Unexpected
losses occur. Carefully constructed plans unravel. Eventually, most of us discover that we
were never really flying the plane. We have simply been passengers learning to trust the One
who is.

One of the great surprises of adulthood is discovering how little we actually control. Yet
many of us continue trying anyway. We try to control outcomes, people, conversations before
they happen, our children’s decisions, our grandchildren’s futures, our finances, our health,
and occasionally the thermostat when someone else in the house keeps changing it. The result
is usually exhaustion.

What makes this burden particularly difficult is that it often grows out of love. Parents worry
because they love their children. Grandparents worry because they love their grandchildren.
Spouses worry because they love one another. Much of our anxiety begins as affection. We
carry people in our hearts, and before long we begln carrying respons1b111tles that were never
ours to bear.

This 1s where today’s readings offer remarkable wisdom. Jeremiah’s life was anythmg but
predictable. He was criticized, opposed, ridiculed, and frequently misunderstood. Yet in the
middle of all that uncertainty, he discovered something that changed everything: “The Lord
is with me like a mighty champion.” Notice what he does not say. He does not say that God
explained everything, removed every obstacle, or guaranteed that life would unfold exactly
as planned. He simply says, “The Lord is with me.”

Those words may be among the most comforting in all of Scripture. Many of us spend our
lives seeking explanations when what we truly need is presence. We want to know how every
problem will be solved, how every story will end, and how every uncertainty will unfold.
God often gives us something better than answers. He gives us Himself.

Jesus makes the same point in today’s Gospel: “Do not be afraid.” Not because life is easy.
Medical diagnoses are real. Financial concerns are real. Family struggles are real. Aging,
grief, and loss are real. Yet Jesus does not tell us not to be afraid because nothing bad will
happen. He tells us not to be afraid because we never face those things alone.

“Are not two sparrows sold for a small coin? Yet not one of them falls to the ground without
your Father’s knowledge.” If God pays attention to sparrows, He certainly pays attention

to you. He knows the worries that keep you awake at night, the loved one you cannot stop
worrying about, the diagnosis you are waiting to hear about, and the uncertamty you carry
into the future. Nothmg escapes His attention.



The problem is that we often confuse responsibility with control. Responsibility is God’s gift.
Control is usually an illusion. We are responsible for loving people, but not for controlling
them. We are responsible for making wise decisions, but not for guaranteeing outcomes. We
are responsible for being faithful, but not for running the universe. That position has already
been filled.

One of the hardest spiritual lessons is learning where responsibility ends and trust begins. As
we grow older, the list of things we worry about often grows longer while our ability to control
them grows smaller. Eventually, we arrive at a crossroads. We can continue carrying burdens
God never asked us to carry, or we can place them into His hands.

That does not mean we stop caring. It means we stop pretending that caring and controlling
are the same thing. They are not. Love says, “I will walk with you.” Control says,
“Everything depends on me.” Love trusts. Control tightens its grip. Love brings peace.
Control brings exhaustion.

Perhaps that is why Jesus repeats so often, “Do not be afraid.” Not because life is predictable.
Not because every problem will disappear. But because God remains faithful through it all.
And in the end, that is enough. Not enough to answer every question or remove every
uncertainty, but enough to take the next step, enough to face tomorrow, enough to sleep
peacefully tonight, and enough to entrust those we love to the God who loves them even
more than we do. :
