St. Padre Pio (Saint Pio of Pietrelcina)

A 20th-century Italian Capuchin friar, priest, and mystic known for his profound
piety, the stigmata he bore for over 50 years, and numerous miraculous reports of
spiritual and physical healing, bilocation (being in two places at one time), and
physical attacks by the devil. His philosophy was: “Pray, hope and don’t worry.
Worry is useless.” His life was centered on prayer and intercession for others,
leading him to establish the hospital "La Casa Sollievo della Sofferenza"
(The Home for the Relief of Suffering).

He was canonized a Saint in 2002 by Pope John Paul Il
and his Feast Day is celebrated on September 23rd.
