
MON, SEPTEMBER 8 —  
From September 8–12, the Pray for
Eurasia app enters another update
phase. Pray for the team working
on it, and ask God to give fresh
ideas to inspire more prayer
warriors for Eurasia.

TUE, SEPTEMBER 9 —  
As students return to school—
including TCKs and MKs—pray
that God will open doors in
student ministries for both
evangelism and discipleship. Pray
that students will be strengthened
and reminded of their purpose,
wherever they are.

WED, SEPTEMBER 10 —  
A short-term team from the
Philippines is in CA until today.
Pray that they will encourage and
bless the local team, bring vision
for prayer support, and inspire the
sending of more workers.

THU, SEPTEMBER 11 —  
Georgia Virtual Vision Trip videos
are in progress. Pray that these
will be used to draw people to
serve and stir hearts toward
ministry in Georgia.

FRI, SEPTEMBER 12 —  
International students return to
Georgia in mid-September, along
with new arrivals beginning
university classes. Pray for RK as
he meets personally with both new
and returning students.

SAT, SEPTEMBER 13 —  
Pray for the Virtual Vision Trip to
CA this September, scheduled
with a church in the Philippines.
Pray that it will showcase what
God is doing and challenge
participants to consider their role
in His kingdom.

SUN, SEPTEMBER 14 —  
Pray for MB (CA) as she nears the
end of her home service. Pray that
God will give her favor and clarity
in discovering more ministry
partners and for a smooth
transition to Russia.

MON, SEPTEMBER 15 —  
Savior’s Bible Church (Georgia) is
launching new ministries this fall:
youth outreach, monthly
children’s outreach, and monthly
evangelism/service in the
community. Pray that church
members will desire to be
involved and make meaningful
connections with locals.

TUE, SEPTEMBER 16 —  
Pray for EL and ML (CA) as they
pursue medical service
opportunities. Pray that ML will
be allowed to serve more in the
clinic and nearby villages as a
nurse, and that EL will have an
open door to teach at a local
medical university. Pray that both
will be sensitive to the Holy
Spirit’s leading.

Germany. Pray for strength,
provision, and a renewed spirit as
they continue serving the Lord in
leadership with SEND Eurasia.

THU, SEPTEMBER 18 —  
Pray that dads across Eurasia will
be challenged and encouraged as
they study God’s Word and
reflect Christ to their families.

FRI, SEPTEMBER 19 —  
Stephen and Amelia Lin
(appointees) request prayer for
Amelia’s sister, who is visiting
them, September 11-30. Pray for
safe travels, good health, and
meaningful time together as they
share their life and ministry.

SAT, SEPTEMBER 20 —  
Pray for resilience for workers
who have been displaced and
stretched in many ways.

Ukraine following a short
summer home service. Ask the
Lord to provide faithful
supporters and a smooth
transition back to life and
ministry.

THU, SEPTEMBER 4 —

as they reflect on how God
directed them during that time.

Pray for the sending
church as this transition creates
gaps in current ministries, and
pray for unity and gospel focus
throughout the process.

THU, OCTOBER 9 —  
Pray for the Mosses as they travel
to a SEND partner team in CA.
Pray that they will build fruitful
relationships for the sake of the
gospel and serve the local team
well.

FRI, OCTOBER 10 —  
RK (Georgia) has met several
times with a teen from the Teen
Challenge ministry. He comes from
a Muslim background and is eager
to understand what the Bible says
about what he’s been taught. Pray
that the Lord will continue working
in his heart and lead him into truth.

SAT, OCTOBER 11 —  
MB (CA) asks for prayer that God
will strengthen and nurture the
desires of people in the supporting
churches she’s visited to serve
Him overseas, and that they will
obey His guidance.

SUN, OCTOBER 12 —  
Pray for EL (KG) as he completes
the solar energy system
installation on a farm. Ask the Lord
for safety, strength, and success
in a way that is considerate of
neighbors.

MON, OCTOBER 13 —  
Pray continually for our Team

from their teams and
connections. Ask God to guide
their meetings, cover key topics,
and provide all that’s needed for
the ministry.

FRI, OCTOBER 17 —  
Pray for the ongoing planning
and development of Russian-
language training for those
serving among Tibetan Buddhist
peoples.

SAT, OCTOBER 18 —  
Pray for protection over a BAM
coffee shop throughout October
as MN (Tambov, Russia) and her
local partner travel out of the
country.

SUN, OCTOBER 19 —  
Ask God for wisdom as SEND
stewards the financial resources
He has provided to best support
refugees and make a lasting
impact for His Kingdom.

MON, OCTOBER 20 —  
Our SEND women are attending
a retreat in Thailand, October
20–24. Seven women from
Eurasia will attend. Pray for rest,
refreshment, and meaningful
connection with the Lord and
with one another.

TUE, OCTOBER 21 —  
The Lins are returning to Hong
Kong for a mini home service.
Pray for strong connection with
their sending church, clear
communication, and that God
will provide additional support
as they prepare to transition to
CA.

WED, OCTOBER 22 — 
Pray for the development of
clear plans for short-term
teams, as we have a number of
teams planned to come within
the next year. Pray that these
trips will truly bless local
ministry and result in more
long-term workers.

THU, OCTOBER 23 — 
Pray for an end to the war in
Ukraine, for peace to be
restored, and for our workers
to know how best to respond
to the ongoing needs in the
country.
