


Heaven Hears You
1 Kings 8:1-66



John 11:41b-42 - Then Jesus raised his eyes and said, “Father, I thank you 
that you heard me. 42 I know that you always hear me, but because of the 
crowd standing here I said this, so that they may believe you sent me.”

1 John 5:14-15 - This is the confidence we have before him: If we ask 
anything according to his will, he hears us. 15 And if we know that he 
hears whatever we ask, we know that we have what we have asked of him.



Main Idea
Because we have God’s presence with us, He hears from 
heaven and acts on our behalf.
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1. Faithfulness - Why we pray (v.1-21)
2. Adoration – Who we pray to (v.22-30)
3. Supplication – When we can pray (v.31-53)
4. Thanksgiving - How we can pray (v.54-66)



“Jesus is above all in the sacrifice he made and in the 
suffering he endured in our behalf.
