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A LETTER FROM THE PASTOR

Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ,
Happy Thanksgiving! Happy First Sunday of Advent!
It’s real. It’s on.

Do you feel the weight of the season? I do. This weekend always makes me feel like we’re leaving the Junior Varsity team and moving
to Varsity. Like the slow-paced summer is over, and we’re moving into the busy-ness of Fall.

And it’s true. Not just because of Black Friday or all of the Christmas movies and music. It is really different because the season is
weighty. We are preparing for God to become man, and to come and rescue us!

Talk about serious! It is because of our Faith that we celebrate Christmas. And Christmas DEMANDS a serious preparation. That prepa-
ration is Advent.

Please take advantage of the greatest preparation for our salvation: The Sacrament of Con-
fession.

- We have other preparations as well, including our great Live Nativity, on Dec. 5, from
5:30-7:30PM. This year’s theme is “From Sin and Chaos to Savior,” and will feature beau-
tiful scenery, live music, the Bible story, free soft pretzels, s’mores and cookies, and of
course, our beautiful and real-life Nativity scene. We’ll also have live animals, including a
camel.

You’ll want to bring your family and friends for this very awesome and family-friendly
event. It will help motivate you to prepare for Christmas during this Advent season! It’s
free, and open to everyone. Invite everyone to our parish for this great event!
