AA LLEETTTTEERR FFRROOMM TTHHEE PPAASSTTOORR
Dear Brothers and Sisters,

Now is the time to get serious. These last four weeks of Lent have been tough for me, and maybe for you as well. But the Passion, Death
and Resurrection of Jesus was still far off.

That is no longer the case. Today begins “Passiontide.” This is the two weeks leading up to the three days that changed the world, and
allowed Eternity to be open to us.

It is marked in our church most noticeably by the “veiling” of statues. The Crucifix should be veiled as well, but we cannot practically do
it, so it is uncovered. But the covering of statues is to symbolize the absence of Christ – representing His Death on Good Friday – and
making us feel it in a new way.

Yes, in our heads we know that He was crucified, but we don’t feel it unless we actually see something different in our lives. And the
veiling of the statues is an ancient tradition that helps us along the way.

Another way we enter “Passiontide” with Jesus is to go to Confession. We have all of our normal times, but this Sunday (Mar. 22) at
2PM we will have our parish time of Confessions. There are over 12 priests who will be here. Please, take advantage of this time! There
is no better way to FEEL the Passion, Death and Resurrection of Jesus than walking into Confession,
and being healed of our sins.

Please, even if it’s been a very long time, go to Confession. You will be grateful for the opportunity to be freed. There is no substitute for
Confession as a Catholic. We need to do it – yes, by obligation, but also naturally. Jesus knows we need to physically get rid of the sins
we have committed, and to hear the words that those sins have been destroyed by the power of the Cross!

The three most important days of the year are upon us. Are you ready?

Palm Sunday

Next week is Palm Sunday, otherwise known as Palm Sunday of the Lord’s Passion. The beginning of the Mass starts with the blessing
of our palms, and then the Gospel of the procession with Jesus and the palms is immediately proclaimed. Afterward, the Mass continues
as normal, but with the normal Gospel replaced by the reading (by parts) of Jesus’ Passion.

This begins the chaotic ups-and-downs of Holy Week: the joy of the people worshipping Jesus with a palm procession, just days later
followed by asking for His death; the joy and emotion of the Last Supper, followed immediately by the traitorous handover by Judas in
the Garden; the horrendous Passion of Jesus, followed by His Conquering Resurrection.

It is necessary to take part in these events if we wish to feel moved by them. We can’t experience the joy of Easter if we have not experi-
enced the sorrow and passion of Good Friday. All of the days are essential, and it starts with Mass on Sunday. I look forward to worship-
ping with you then.

State’s (Championship) Evidence

As I mentioned last week at Mass, our parish Varsity girls (7-8 Grade) basketball team won the State CYO Tournament in Philadelphia.
They won 34-32 on an amazing play at the buzzer against a tall and physical team from the Archdiocese of Philadelphia: St. Alphonsus
in Maple Glen.

I am so proud of all of our kids, but these girls fought hard and tough, and also enjoyed playing on that stage and had joy playing togeth-
er. Because of that, they brought back the first championship for any sports team in our parish, ever.

This brought media attention to our parish, believe it or not. Thanks be to God for our girls, and even more importantly, may God be
praised and glorified through His work, done through this team, and our parish!
