A LETTER FROM THE PASTOR

Happy Easter, Brothers and Sisters!

As a kid, Christmas was THE holiday that I loved. Everything else was kind of a disappointment. Really, who would prefer a basket of
hollow chocolate bunnies over a raft of presents?

But in these years, nothing beats Holy Week and Easter Sunday. I am so grateful to God to be with you today. Whether you are a visitor
to our parish, or a long-time parishioner, or someone who wants to get re-engaged with our Catholic Faith, I hope you feel the power of
Jesus’ Resurrection today!

What is it about Easter that is so good? For me, it’s the power of the day. Christmas is beautiful because the world still honors the day,
even if more people celebrate the commercial holiday over the spiritual one.

But Easter — it doesn’t have the commercial connection. Sure there’s Peeps and Doc Hinkle’s egg dye (from Columbia, no less!), but
that’s about it. It’s ALL about Jesus. And it is powerful.

On Good Friday, we have to confront a Jesus who is seemingly destroyed. He is condemned, He is deserted, He is slapped and spit at and
cursed at, He is whipped and crowned with thorns. He is nailed to a piece of wood, He falls. How can you not feel that? As the Stations
of the Cross prayer, written by St. Alphonsus Ligouri, says: “Have pity on your Savior, so cruelly treated.”

It is just so personal. It is felt. Can you picture our Savior just standing there and taking all of that? Why? Because of YOU. Because He
knew that it must be done for YOU. He did it for you because you and I feel these same atrocities. He wants us to know that through all
of our sufferings, He is there with us. He will never leave us because it’s too scary or hard.

As the Apostles Creed says, on Holy Saturday, Jesus descended into Hell. He experienced all of the “hells” that we experience, and He
does not ignore them, but instead jumps into them to rescue us.

That’s the message of the Resurrection: it’s a reminder that pain and suffering are not the enduring feeling. Our sin and betrayal do not
permanently keep us away from Him. Jesus reaches down to the depths of where we are, and pulls us up with Him. Not just at the end of
our lives, but in the daily “hells” of our lives. There is always HOPE, because there is always Jesus!

Happy Easter! You better believe that this is my favorite holiday! I NEED Him!

Last weekend, a parishioner told me that a special visitor was visiting our parish. She walked me to the outdoor steps from the upper
school parking lot.

‘88 This was no hollow chocolate bunny! It was the real thing! A baby bunny was hiding in a small nook of
the steps. He was rather scared, but he found a safe place to hide out, away from danger.

On this Easter Sunday, let’s be aware that we are all like that bunny. We are constantly seeking safety
from the sufferings of this world: our sins, our sorrows and sufferings, other people, the news...whatever.
